This 
could, if I dared to compare, be like an ultrasound of a baby in the sixth month of pregnancy. Just 
as for the child this ”examination” allows us to have a good idea of what the wine will become 
without having a fixed, determined and 100% reliable image. The majority of the wines will remain 
in ageing between 12 and at most 24 months. 
Even if in general the blends are definitive in certain cases they can still vary marginally. Keep in 
mind also that it would be incongruous to compare a wine from an AOC (appellation) with a wine 
from a different AOC because we don’t expect the same thing from those wines! 

Afterwards, in the second part find interviews of restaurants chosen from our selection of more 
than 600 restaurants offering great wine lists. Go on page 26 to know more about it !
Following that the “Buying Guide” part will be waiting for you…
Well, in the third part of the magazine, you will have your taste buds tickled while finding more 
than 2.000 wines and Spirits with reviews and score ! How to finish a magazine well? speaking 
about Armagnac of course!

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Interview

Situated on the hills of Conegliano Valdob-
biadene, on the beautiful slopes of Carpe-
sica, Bellenda is wine estate, particularly 

enthusiastic to the revival and rediscovering of 
Metodo Classico (production of sparkling wines 
by second fermentation in the bottle) in the area. 
Cosmo family never stops experimenting with 
bottle fermentation of Glera and believes, that 
Conegliano Valdobbiadene is the place, where 
wines from this grape variety, produced by 
Metodo Classico, perfectly reflect the multiple 
facets of the terroir of the area. 

VertdeVin: The history of Bellenda winery starts in 
1986… Did your family produced wine before or you 
were in another business?
Umberto Cosmo: Our family, originated from Venise, 
moved to the region of Conegliano Valdobbiadene 
in 18th  century. We always had vineyards and 
lands and worked in agriculture but, mostly in milk 
and egg production. The grapes we were growing 
were sold to a local cooperative. 

VdV: Why did you decided to make wine yourself and 
not to sell the grapes anymore?
U.C.: I think, because doing the same thing every 
day was boring for my farther and me, and we de-
cided to meet the challenge of winemaking. My fa-
ther studied in the Enological School of Conegliano, 
but he worked as an enologist only first few years, 
before switching on the other family business. For 
me it was different - I studied veterinarian science, 
and with my brother, who studied enology we pro-
duced some wine for the family, but we never sold 
it. So we naturally decided to produce wine for the 
market too.

VdV: What varieties were planted in your vineyards 
in that time?
U.C.: Mostly Glera, a bit of red grapes like Marzemino, 
Merlot, some white grapes like Verdiso and some 
Verduzzo that we do not have any more. When we 
created the winery, we decided to plant more Gle-
ra, some Chardonnay and Pinot Noir, and old local 
grapes - Bianchetta and Marzemina Bianca.
 
VdV: And why did you plant Chardonnay and Pinot 
Noir?
U.C.: With my brother Luigi we joked that we like 

Champagne, but it is too expensive for us, so we 
will produce our own Champagne. But it is a joke, 
obviously. The reason is that we tried to chal-
lenge ourselves with Metodo Classico. And when 
you think about Metodo Classico, you firstly think 
about Chardonnay and Pinot Noir. Using Glera in 
Metodo Classico came about 15 years later, when 
we considered, that we are able to produce Meto-
do Classico wines with this variety too. 

VdV: When did you issued your very first Metodo 
Classico wine? What was the name of the cuvee?
U.C.: The very first vintage was 1988, and the first 
marketed was 1993. It named just “Bellenda Me-
todo Classico”. Not really a name because in the 
very beginning we produced only two wines and 
we did not need marketing names for them. Now 
we increased our production, and all your wines 
have a specific name. Wines, produced by Char-
mat method are named after the area, where the 
grapes are grown, for example, Miraval and San 
Fermo vineyard gave respective names for the 
wines. But wines made by Metodo Classico have 
more personal names, linked to ourselves. So “S.C. 
1931” means the initials of my farther “Sergio 
Cosmo” and the year of his birth – 1931. “Sei Uno” 
was born as a joke in 2011, the year of my 50th 
birthday. I wanted a new wine for the event, and 
as it did not have a label yet, I just wrote on the 
label “Sei Uno”, “Six One” for the year of my birth-
day, 1961. It was not intended to be a real label, 
but it was appreciated, so we kept it for the name 
of a new cuvée.

VdV: Cuvée Radicale is atypical. Why did you decide 
to make such a wine?

Bellenda 
METODO CLASSICO OF CONEGLIANO VALDOBBIADENE 

Italy
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U.C.: It was also a matter of challenge, an experi-
ment. Radicale is a reproduction of one of the firsts 
experiments of making sparkling wine in the area. 
We tried to replicate the first approach of second 
fermentation, when the wine started to be dis-
gorged before the release, because consumers 
wanted clear wines. The difference is that in this 
time the wine was sweeter. For Radicale the base 
wine is similar to our wine “Con Alti”, made by a 
single fermentation, but the process of vinification 
is different. We feel the notes of evolution of auto-
lysis here, because the wine is disgorged just be-
fore release. It express the aroma of saffron typical 
for morainic soil, which takes time to develop, you 
have to be patient to make this wine. The tradition 
of our area is selling wine within six month, so to 
keep it in cellar is indeed atypical. 

VdV: Which is the idea of experimentation with Me-
todo Classico of only four month aging?
U.C.: For many years we had an idea to switch more 
of our production to bottle fermentation. We like 
bottle fermentation on the lees, as Col Fondo, But 
I think, that a sparkling wine should be clean, that 
is why, Metodo Classico for me is the best way to 
produce sparkling wines. For this experiment, the 
second fermentation lasts the same time as for 
our Sam Fermo wine, but in the bottle. And the 
evolution of the wine is different.  We are going to 
experiment with 4 months in bottle, we will see 
how it goes. The 4 months of ageing on lees will 
be a new experiment for us. As for other wines, 
we have the following periods of maturation: 18 

months for “Sei Uno”, 24 months for “S.C. 1931” 
and 36 months for our Dry Cuvee “Lei”.

VdV: Does Glera suit well for Metodo Classico?
U.C.: Yes, and it can age well. I think, that the only 
reason why Glera was not used to produce wines 
with Metodo Classico before, because it gives 
pleasant wines ready in three months, and nobody 
wanted to challenge this grape in Metodo Classico. 
But now winemakers are ready to try bottle fer-
mentation and long aging on lees.

VdV: Would you like to try some unknown local varie-
ties to challenge climate change?
U.C.: We have a lot of local varieties to test. But 
Glera still standing well to climate change and do 
not have any big problem, because it accumulates 
a low level of sugar, normally, it have 10-10.5% of 
alcohol potential in a normal harvest. Even in hot 
years, like 2022, we had about 10.8% of alcohol 
content, which is not high. So I think, that if things 
do not change dramatically, Glera is a variety which 
is still convenient for us.

VdV: Which zones of whole Prosecco area after you are 
the most suitable for making Metodo Classico wines?
U.C.: For sure, not the plain of standard DOC. Cone-
gliano Valdobbiadene area (but not all Rive), also 
Asolo. But we cannot produce Metodo Classico 
wine with long aging on lees everywhere; we have 
to choose specific areas for it. For making Metodo 
Classico the wine should have some structure, 
otherwise, you lose a part of flavours on the pa-
late. So we are experimenting with a shorter aging 
in the bottle, to test what method suits better 
to express the grape and the terroir. But anyway 
Charmat is a good compromise and it can be used 
in many areas. 

VdV: So the experimentation in wine is definitely the 
philosophy of the family. Do you have other ideas or 
projects for the future?
U.C.: Indeed, the experimentation is our family’s 
signature. For now we are experimenting with a 
short fermentation in the bottle. We also make 
some research on fermentation. We have found, if 
we make partial and progressive fermentation, we 
can control and analyses the work of indigenous 
yeasts and obtain complex aromatics.

VdV: What do you think about the future of Metodo 
Classico in the region of Prosecco?
U.C.: Now the producers are more enthusiastic for 
this method, than in the past - they are about 20 
to produce Metodo Classico, and it is put on the 
label. Consumers are more curious to discover so-
mething different. However, Metodo Classico will 
not replace Charmat method, it is not possible for 
the reason of terroir and of volume, that the whole 
region of Prosecco needs to produce (more the 
600 000 000 bottles). But it will be complimentary, 
showing the difference of wines that come from 
hills of Conegliano Valdobbiadene from those from 
valleys.

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Château Fleur Cardinale, Grand Cru Classé 
of Saint Emilion, has got a strong com-
munication with a deep philosophy. We 

are sure you can search on social medias and 
discover their very cool videos like «  Hip Hop 
at Château Fleur Cardinale  », «  When blending 
wines becomes rock and roll » or « Vintage after 
Vintage  » created with the famous slam artist 
Souleymane Diamanka. Château Fleur Cardinale 
is unconventional even if traditional, modern 
even if deeply rooted in Saint Emilion with wines 
that are a perfect blend with juicy aromas and 
complex flavors! But have you ever heard of their 
other winery Château Croix Cardinale or even of 
their white wine Fleur Cardinale Blanc? 

This is the reason why, after a deep pondering, 
the family Decoster decided to do the best blend 
of them. They bought Château Fleur Cardinale in 
2001 and Château Croix Cardinale in 2011. These 
two wineries are like Ying and Yang. They deserved 
their own identity and spotlight. As consequence, 
last December we have been able to witness some 
teasers about a change… Then in January 2024, 
the team communicated about La Maison Cardi-
nale’s creation. This entity is the reunification of 
Château Fleur Cardinale, Château Croix Cardinale, 
the white wines including Fleur Cardinale Blanc 
and all the experiences and creations the team will 
implement.

This is not a revolution, just a revelation lead by 
an intuition! La Maison Cardinale decided to have 
a clear visual identity celebrating the complemen-
tarity and opening of their spirit to both French 
arts de vivre and new creativity. The wines of the 
estates will sport labels representing their terroir 
and style. It’s the unicity in the diversity. 

Château Fleur Cardinale is located in the east of the 
appellation but on the north facing side in a beau-
tiful amphitheater and represents 27,5 hectares of 
vines. The soils are mainly clay with limestone; on 
which grow 74% Merlot, 19% Cabernet Franc and 
7% Cabernet Sauvignon. Powerful and elegant, this 
wine is the perfect definition of a Grand Cru Classé 
of Saint Emilion. The second wine is called Intuition 
de Fleur Cardinale and has been existing since 2018. 
Château Croix Cardinale is on the opposite side, on 
the south facing steep slopes. This wine is totally 
atypical because of its terroir and localization. 4,26 
hectares are enjoying mainly limestone with clay 
soils on which 30% of Cabernet Franc, 30% of Caber-
net Sauvignon and 40% of Merlot are thriving. Then 
the wine has got a majority of Cabernets bringing 

structure and definition. Révélation de Croix Cardi-
nale is the name of the second label of the winery. 
Finally, Fleur Cardinale Blanc is a small vineyard of 
2,4 hectares close to the forest on the north-west 
part of the property, where the freshness will bring 
crispiness. On deep clay soils are growing 40% of 
Sauvignon Blanc, 30% of Sauvignon Gris and 30% 
of Semillon. The wine is fresh, fruity, spicy and you 
can forget it in your cellar to get more complexity. 
Intuition de Fleur Cardinale Blanc is the second label. 

All the vineyards are currently turning organic and 
since 2021, Château Fleur Cardinale is the first Cru 
Classé to obtain Engagé R.S.E (Corporate Social 
Responsibility) label, at a Confirmed level. Also, La 
Maison Cardinale is acting with Reforest’Action, a 
social purpose company: for each case of wine sold 
they are planting one tree which is then an average 
of 10 000 trees planted per year. 

If you want to visit, you can. La Maison Cardinale is 
open to public and has got very nice experiential vi-
sits like a 360 virtual reality immersion. Even children 
are welcome to the winery where they will discover 
through game and have a glass of fruit juice while 
you are sipping your wine at the end of the visit. If 
you are a company, you can also organize events 
and seminars in their beautiful spaces. La Maison 
Cardinale is definitely the best blend of them, and 
we invite you to follow the ascension of this entity.

EARTH REVIVAL

Château Cantenac Brown is a Grand Cru 
Classé of 1855 located in Margaux. The 
founder, John Lewis Brown, had roots in 

Scotland. So, in 1806 he naturally decided to 
exhibit the famous Tudor-style with an extraor-
dinary mansion displaying a clever mix of red 
bricks and Gironde blond limestone… and 365 
windows! Though this article is not about the 
historical Château but about the brand-new eco-
logical cellar made in raw earth. To learn more 
about it, I met José Sanfins, the General Manager 
and winemaker of the estate, for a memorable 
visit. 

In 2020, the dream of a new cellar with the highest 
environmental quality appeared. Obviously, Châ-
teau Cantenac Brown already had a cellar, but it 
was time to embrace their true vision: the perfect 
blend between nature and culture. The owner, the 
French family Le Lous represented by Tristan Le 
Lous, chose Philippe Madec, architect, and specia-
list in eco-construction, to build this one-of-a-kind 
cellar… and it was a challenge. As a matter of fact, 
the first concept of eco-construction is to have the 
least waste as possible: it is why the old structure* 
was kept. The decision was made to rebuild in it 
to create a new vats room and the barrels cellar. It 
was inaugurated in April 2024. 

While arriving to the annex, I couldn’t be happier 
to observe some sheep grazing in the park giving 
a Scottish flair to my arrival! Then, I admired the 
outside with the big bay window and its sun 
blockers as the building is south oriented. José 

Sanfins explained that all the materials used are 
recyclable and sourced locally: wood, metal, earth, 
and stones. And he showed me the famous and 
unique compressed raw earth walls (clay and sand 
mix). The workers applied a 1000-year-old technic 
directly on site to build these 1-meter-thick walls!

When I entered the stainless-steel vats room, I en-
joyed the daylight and thought that it was a game 
changer for those working here. The sound was 
also special as the roof is insulated with wood wool 

allowing the perfect temperature all year long with 
the help of bioclimatic wells. The gravity system 
is used, and they are so many small details: José 
highlighted that there are making the difference. 
Then we took a little corridor. It was designed as 
a parenthesis: we were leaving the sounds and 
the lively vats room to enter in the silence and the 
rest of the barrels room. The cellar vault, made of 
wood, is unbelievable: it is a double suite of Fibo-
nacci with the golden number. Hundreds of barrels 
are sleeping. 

The visit ended in the tasting room: bright, with 
spectacular wooden tables. Château Cantenac 
Brown is open to public and if the main goal of this 
new cellar was to continue to produce an excep-
tional wine, the architect thought also about the 
future guests visiting the estate. As a visitor and 
wine professional, I was stunned by the infrastruc-
tures and cannot wait to taste the future vintage 
created in these cellars.

Thank you to José Sanfins for his passion and profes-
sionalism.

José Sanfins et Tristan Le Lous



Château Lascombes has always been prized 
as one of the best wines in the Médoc with 
a unique signature as the blend has always 

a high percentage of Merlot. This Second Grand 
Cru Classé of 1855 has just changed owner at 
the end of 2022: the American family Lawrence 
is now running the estate! They are not new to 
wine: they own several estates in the USA, espe-
cially in the famous Napa Valley. 

They love to purchase high potential vineyards 
and usually they have one and only one desired 
result: make it shine! To achieve this goal, the 
family decided to hire a new President and CEO 
who has a clear strategy. We wanted to discover 
it, so Axel Heinz welcomed VertdeVin Magazine 
at the estate for an interview.

Axel arrived in July 2023 at Château Lascombes 
and has already embraced the Médoc vibes. With 
roots from Germany and Bordeaux, this oenolo-
gist has a strong wine background and is directly 
coming from Tuscany where he has spent 18 
years at the iconic Ornellaia estate. The choice of a 
transversal strategy allows Axel to have autonomy 
to reach the objectives. Few changes have then 
already been made and some others will take time: 
it is not a fast race. 

We can’t deny the actual quality of Château Las-
combes wines. The technical facilities have been 
totally renewed for the harvest 2021 allowing the 
team to work with great tool. Axel emphasizes 
that a study of the soils has been made and a deep 
work is done to recreate the historic plots from 
1855. Naturally, the blend will go through an evo-
lution to go back to a more classic Margaux style. 
Let’s precise that the historic plots are on a (small) 

hill with deep gravels, paradise for the marvelous 
Cabernet Sauvignon grape variety. Moreover, some 
adjustments are implemented little by little in the 
winemaking process: “we will adapt from vintage 
to vintage” specifies Axel. Maybe the most visible 
change today is the current label: “It was important 
for us to send a message to explain our wish to go 
back to the basics”. Château Lascombes has cho-
sen to use a label from the twenties synonymous 
of classicism: goodbye lavender purple color, bon-
jour chic red Bordeaux! 

Then, the team is now extending to support the 
wine merchants. The idea is to accompany the 

trade part for a profound understanding of Châ-
teau Lascombes philosophy to sell it better. Also, 
the European Union and the USA are historic 
markets where the estate wants to grow strong. 
But it won’t be possible without an intense work 
on communication. Today, the winery needs to be 
on social networks. “Château Lascombes should 
be more visible” says Axel, “but we need to find 
the good way to tell our story”. It is an important 
path to enhance the reputation and create a good 
interaction with their wine lover’s community who 
wants to come in Margaux. Wine tourism is then 
a part of this communication plan: the Château is 
currently open to public and will continue to be. We 
will know in the next few months how the estate 
wants to position itself guided by a strong expe-
rience of the other wineries in the Napa Valley. Axel 
precises “the guests should leave the Château 
with the understanding of who we are, what are 
our inspirations and convinced by the experience 
they just lived”. It is why in the future the historic 
building will be renovated. 

As you can see, this one and only goal to make 
Chateau Lascombes shine again seems to be easy 
on paper. But a lot of strategic decisions need to be 
taken and Axel Heinz is definitely the man of the 
situation. He and his team have high expectations. 
As we do! 

We deeply thank Axel Heinz for his time and kindness.

Château Lascombes 
IT’S TIME TO SHINE

Bordeaux

Axel Heinz
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The Chablis vineyard, an exclusive white 
wine region with 6200 ha, is certainly one 
of the best known world wide. However, 

it has survived some very difficult times; at 
the end of the 19th century, its 30,000 ha of 
vines were destroyed by Phylloxera, the two 
world wars and the consequences of fairly 
frequent frosts prevented the vineyard from 
being revived. The vines became fallow land or 
were transformed into fields moreover most of 
winegrowers gave up their trade. By 1955, the 
vineyard had shrunk to 550 hectares! 

Founded in 1585, Domaine Raoul Gautherin et 
fils is one of the oldest estates in Chablis
Fortunately, some winegrowers with a strong be-
lief in the Chablis terroir, have keep going the pro-
duction of wine. The Gautherin family, established 
in Chablis in 1585, is one of them. A several gene-
rations of growers and winemakers, the Gauthe-
rin family owns the best climats of Chablis, one of 
the first winery to recover from phylloxera. 
Today, the estate has 17 hectares, 40% of which 
are Grand Cru (Les Clos, Vaudésir and Grenouilles) 
and 1er Cru (Mont de milieu, Montmains, Vaillons, 
and Lys from the 2022 vintage), and 90% of its 
vines are old vines. In Chablis, only 2% of the vi-
neyards are classified as Grand Cru and 10% as 1er 
Cru, so that’s a lot!
Adrien, the 14th generation of the family, took 
over the estate in 2015. He runs the estate with 
his father Alain, who is still very active. 
In Chablis, there are two schools of winemaking: 
one that values tradition, with a powerful style 
and long ageing in bottle, mainly using barrels, 
and the other that seeks a modern flavour and 
freshness with stainless steel vats. Which school 

does he belong to? ”I’m somewhere in between” 
Adrian replies, ”I take the best of both schools. I 
try to balance freshness and roundness”.
Indeed, his wines have lovely freshness with 
clean acidity but are never aggressive in the mean 
time are round but never heavy. They are also 
uncomplicated, with a very pleasant finish.

Vinification adapted to each parcel
The secret of his well-balanced wines lies in care-
ful vinification adapted to the characteristics of 

each terroir. Adrien vinifies not only in stainless 
steel vats and 228-litre barrels, common in Cha-
blis, but also in 600-litre barrels, looking for mi-
cro-oxygenation instead of much wood, and egg-
shaped concrete vats. For example, for ‘Chablis 
cuvée vieille vigne’, he vinifies in 3 to 5 different 
ways! 
”We select our 2 or 3 best plots of old vines, i.e. 
those that are at least 35 years old. Fermentation 
doesn’t happen all at once in one vat. I adapt the 
temperature and length of vatting according to 
the characteristics of the plots. The wine is then 
matured in barrels for 12 to 15 months.”
The nose is fresh, with notes of aromatic herbs, 
honey and crunchy yellow apples. On the palate, 
it is round but airy, with a salty finish. This cuvée is 
a great success with customers. ”It was created in 
2003. I started with just 10 barrels to remember 
the year of the heatwave. But now I make 60 bar-
rels, so 20,000 bottles a year. It’s become a calling 
card for our estate!” 
In 2017, the estate built its new winery exploiting 
the geothermal system. ”Since the 2018 vintage, 
I’ve been able to make the wine as I mean. I’ve 
been able to drop down my electricity bill by 80%. 
It’s ecological and economical at the same time!” 
Adrien Gautherin is a pioneer of this new tech-
nology in Chablis. Adrien, the descendant of one 
of the oldest estates in Chablis, is not simply the 
guardian of the temple, his project is just begin.

1er Cru Montmain has been made in two egg-shaped concrete vats since the 2018 vintage in 
order to accentuate its white flower aromas. Adrien advises tasting it with a meal: 

”It’s elegant, silky and salty. Especially in its young period of evolution, 
it goes well with oysters thanks to its flinty notes”.

Adrien represents the 14th generation, he joined the estate in 2008 as he ended it studies in 
Beaune and internship in California. He has been co-manager with his father since 2015. 

”The 15th generation? My daughter is still 3 years old. We’ll see!”



Hungary

As summer reaches its peak, many 
consumers opt for well-chil-
led sparkling wines. In Hungary, 

bubbles are experiencing a renaissance: 
it began with pét-nats a few years ago, 
and now it seems everyone is dedicated 
to creating their own sparklings – mé-
thode traditionnelle, of course! 

French cellar masters are readily offering their 
expertise, and even in the famous Tokaji Wine 
Region, it’s rare to find a winery without a quality 
sparkling made from Furmint. However, one wine 
district stands out above all others.

Over 150 years of sparkling wine 
production history
The Etyek-Buda wine district has always been a 
treasure trove for wine enthusiasts. As legend has 
it, 150 years ago, a businessman named József 
Törley noticed the similarities between the lands-
cape and climate of Etyek-Buda and Champagne 
and decided to create Hungary’s first sparkling 
wines using the traditionnal method. By 1899, he 
had become the largest sparkling wine producer in 
the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy, and his business, 
Törley Pezsgőpincészet, remains one of the most 
successful Hungarian cellars today.

Written in the terroir
Nestled in Hungary’s picturesque hills, just about 
20 kilometers from Budapest, Etyek-Buda benefits 
from a climate influenced by the Pannonian Basin 
and the Buda Hills, which together create a cooler 
microclimate. The soil-forming rocks in the Etyek 
Hills area consist mainly of loess and loess-like 

Quaternary sediments, as well as sand, limestone, 
sandstone, and occasionally dolomite. The typi-
cally loamy soil of the wine region has developed 
on these young sandy and loess slope deposits. 
Its high active limestone content creates the cha-
racteristic ”calcareous-influenced wines” typical of 
the wine region. The average annual temperature 
ranges slightly lower than the Hungarian average 
(9.5-10.5 degrees Celsius), accompanied by mode-
rate rainfall (400-800 mm) and frequent winds, 
which help minimize fungal and frost damage.
Today, Etyek-Buda boasts over 1300 hectares 
of vineyards, with many wineries now led by the 
second generation since the end of the Soviet era, 
bringing fresh ideas and innovations. Tamás Her-
nyák of Hernyák Birtok, having studied in Bordeaux 
and Champagne, returned inspired to strengthen 
the local winemaking community and poised to 
define a unique identity for the wine district. Reco-

gnizing the region’s history and ideal conditions 
for sparkling wine production, under Tamás’s lead 
the new generation of winemakers of Etyek-Buda 
pursued a Protected Designation of Origin for their 
bubbles, establishing rigorous quality standards to 
preserve the region’s excellence.

Here comes the Etyeki Pezsgő
The Etyeki Pezsgő (i.e. sparkling wines of Etyek) 
Protected Designation of Origin came into effect 
starting from the 2020 harvest. It ensures that 
wines meet strict criteria for grape varieties (Pinot 
Noir, Pinot Blanc, Pinot Gris, and Chardonnay), 
planting density (3300 vines/ha), yield (2 kg/
vine), production area, production methods, and 
quality standards. Wines, whether blanc de blanc, 
blanc de noir, or rosé, exclusively use the the tra-
ditionnal method, aging on lees for a minimum of 
24 months to develop rich, toasty flavors and a 
creamy texture, distinguishing Etyeki Pezsgő from 
other Hungarian sparklings. A dedicated com-
mittee oversees the final product quality before 
market release, with the first control tasting sche-
duled for this summer.
Rooted in history, the designation promotes 
Etyek-Buda’s cultural heritage and unique identity, 
ensuring that future generations can continue to 
produce these exceptional sparkling wines.

Winemakers to watch
Tamás Hernyák of Hernyák Birtok has de-
cided to exclusively focus the entire cellar on 
sparkling wine production, aiming to offer a 
broader selection of bubbles displaying all the 
PDO hallmarks already. Similar to him, Szilárd 
Nádas of Nádas Borműhely also conducts 
already numerous experiments with sparkling 
wines. Áron Szövényi from Anonym Pince 
stands out with his use of magnum bottles. 
Előd Szijjártó, likely the youngest winemaker 
in the area, has established his winery from 
scratch despite his youth. His debut sparkling 
wine was exclusively purchased by a Miche-
lin-starred restaurant.

TO 100 YEARS MORE TO COME!

2024 is a special vintage for Chianti Classico: they are cele-
brating the 100 years old of their creation. 33 winema-
kers have been originally fighting to preserve the wine, 

the territory, the landscapes, and the economy of Chianti 
Classico. Today, they are 480 producers, of which 342 mar-
ket wines under their own label. You can easily recognize the 
Black Rooster (Gallo Nero) trademark, a historical symbol of 
the area, on each bottle. 

As a reminder, Chianti Classico is in between Florence and Siena in Italy. The 
boundaries of the Chianti wine producing area were implemented in 1716. In 
1932, the suffix “Classico” was added to distinguish the original Chianti from 
other producers that were making wine outside these 1716 boundaries. The 
DOCG (Controlled and Guaranteed Designation of Origin) was obtained in 1984: 
it allows to express the excellence of these 100% red wines with 80% of San-
giovese minimum and 20% of native and/or international grape varieties. Since 
2014, a deeper work is done about the restructuration of the DOCG with the 
appearance of Gran Selezione and in 2021 of the UGA (Additional Geographic 
Units): 11 sub-zones in the 70 000 hectares of Chianti Classico area have been 
identified and their names are displayed on the Gran Selezione labels only. 

Happy 100 years old to the Consortium Vino Chianti Classico… and to 100 years 
more to come with delicious bold wines with one word: respect! Respect for 

the environment, for the people producing 
wines, for those who are enjoying it but 
also respect for this unique territory in the 
world, for its tangible and intangible cultu-
ral heritages, for its landscapes, history and 
local traditions.

This increasingly popular and virtuous 
denomination involves 5200 wineries, 
8 cooperative wineries, 108 producers 

and 4 bottlers. With an area under vine of 5890 
hectares and 9 million bottles produced in 2023 
against 10 and 11 in 2022 and 2020 respectively, 
the top denomination is undoubtedly Romagna 
Sangiovese, flanked by 5 DOC and 4 IGT wines.

A Romagna Sangiovese that gives wineries the 
opportunity to produce it in and version, the qua-
lity pyramid is made up of Romagna Sangiovese, 
Romagna Sangiovese Superiore, which in recent 
vintages has been registering an increasingly high 
level, and Romagna Sangiovese Sottozona (Imola, 
Serra, Brisighella, Oriolo, Marzeno, Modigliana, 
Castrocaro, Predappio, Bertinoro, Cesena, Mer-

cato Saraceno, Longiano, Verucchio, Coriano, San 
Clemente). For each type, there is the possibility of 
claiming the ‘Riserva’ version.
Focusing on the characteristics of the highest of 
the three versions, certain aspects should be em-
phasized: 9 tonnes is the production yield in the 
vineyard; Sangiovese grapes must to be used for 
at least 95%, the wines can be marketed from 1 
September of the following harvest. 
The soils that influence the vines and features the 
sub-zones are: red and brown earths, blue clays, 
ochre earths with fossiliferous limestone, chalky 
marl and arenaceous marl.
Marl-arenaceous is a constant rocky matrix from 
Ozzano to Cesena and Longiano. The soils are the 
result of erosion and deposition of rocky mantles 
and alluvial soil sediments. In the Apennine belt, 

the soils become sandier and more clayey, their 
colors the result of different geological ages. Then 
there are more emerging rocky complexes such 
as the ”Vena del Gesso”, born 6 million years ago, 
and the ”Spungone”, a mixture of marine shells 
and limestone, born 3 million years ago. In terms 
of climate, Romagna is between sub-continental 
and Mediterranean, with the Apennines blocking 
the flow of south-westerly winds as opposed to 
north-easterly winds from the sea. In the inland 
hilly areas, there are low temperatures in spring 
and heat peaks in summer, but high temperature 
ranges between day and night.

Romagna Vintages: 2022 vs 2020 
Hot and dry, the 2022 vintage in Romagna was 
marked by rains in August known as ‘must rains’, 
which were beneficial for production volumes. 
A vintage with rather high winter temperatures, 
however, predisposed to an early bud break; in 
general, it is an early vintage with alcohol contents 
and acidity in the norm in which interesting quality 
peaks are found precisely in the reds.
The year 2020 was an eventful vintage, reversed 
with average temperatures, but marked in spring 
by frost and low temperatures until June. An early 
harvest and a smaller quantity of grapes than in 
2019 but of excellent quality, making 2020 one of 
the best vintages in recent years.

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TRASIMENO 
LAKE & WINES

UNDISCOVERED BEAUTY AND RICHNESS OF UMBRIAN HILLS

A south-eastern neighbor of Tuscany, 
Umbria, is a lesser known wine region, 
but it offers places with magnificent 

landscapes, a great, but undiscovered potential 
for winemaking, a rich millennial history and 
numerous opportunities for enotourism. Gentle 
slopes, descending towards the Trasimeno Lake 
are particularly suitable to vines and olives. Here 
we find white and red grape varieties (including 
one with an unexpected name), which produce 
sparkling and still wines of all colours with a 
surprising and perfumed profile. 

More than 2000 years of history
For numerous centuries the territory around the 
Lake of Trasimeno, which gives the name for the 
appellation, was inhabited by the Etruscan people. 
They cultivated vines, olives, and thanks to them 
it is possible to trace the origins of the viticulture 
in this region. Agriculture is still important in the 
area: thanks to its climate and landscape it can 
offer wines, olive oil, cereals and other products. 
Today, the region is famous not only for its beauty 
(the sunset over the Trasimeno Lake is considered 
as one of the most beautiful in the world) and a 
legend, relied to the battle between Romans and 
Hannibal, according to which the Hannibal’s cha-
riot remains in the middle of the lake. Its potential 
to vine growing and winemaking now is revealing 
itself –22 wine cellars produce wine in 9 communi-
ties of the region, from 11 white and 14 red grape 
varieties. The project of Colli del Trasimeno Wine 
Route passes through all the nine municipalities, 
offering an opportunity to visit these wineries, 
discover their production, as well as origins of the 
winemaking in the region.

Mystery of Trasimeno Gamay
Historically, white Grechetto and red varieties San-
giovese and Trasimeno Gamay were present in the 
area. But, if there are no questions about the first 
two, the origin of the third one is really curious. 
In fact, Trasimeno Gamay is a well-known grape 
variety of Spanish origin – Grenache Noir (also cal-
led Garnacha in Spanish, Granaccia in Italian Liguria 
and Cannonau in Sardinia). It was introduced on 
the shores of Trasimeno Lake in the 16th century 
during the period of Spanish domination in Central-
Southern Italy. But, differently to the traditional 
since Etruscans times “vite maritata” technique of 
vine cultivation (when a vine grows near to a tree 
and climbs it up), the new variety was cultivated 
in “alberello” technique also named “gobelet” in 
French and “bush vines” in English. This type of 
wine training system is used in the French area of 
Beaujolais, where the true grape Gamay is grown. 
Nobody knew the name of the new grape, when 
it was introduced in the area of Trasimeno, so for 
this reason Grenache, cultivated in Trasimeno area 
was mistakenly called “Gamay” (or “Trasimeno Ga-
may”). Indeed, the organoleptic profile of Grenache, 
grown here, is closer to the fruitiness, juiciness and 
an airy texture of Gamay, than to the power and 
concentration of Southern Grenache, traditionally 
cultivated in the Mediterranean countries.

Terroir and wines of Trasimeno DOC
Trasimeno Lake is the fourth largest lake in Italy 
– it covers 128 km2, but it is not very deep – the 
maximum depth of the lake varies from 6 to 8 me-
ters, depending on seasons and places. However, 
the lake is an important factor, defining the parti-
cularity of terroir of Trasimeno. It creates humidity, 

regulates the temperature and reflects sun rays 
directly on the vines. Combined with a hilly land-
scape, slopes and an altitude (some vineyards in 
the area are situated between 200-350 meters 
above the sea), these characteristic creates a favo-
rable condition for the ripening of grapes, which 
is reflected in the concentration of fruits and the 
round texture of its wines. The soil of the region is 
also important and gives to its wines a lively acidity 
and a marked racy minerality, with even saline and 
iodized hints. Around Trasimeno Lake we can find 
sand, clay and limestone, as well as sub-soils of 
250 million years-old, containing deposits of shell-
fish of Jurassic period. 

Today, Trasimeno area produces red, rosé, white, 
sparkling and sweet passito wines from Trasimeno 
Gamay, Sangiovese, Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon, 
Ciliegiolo, Grechetto, Trebbiano Spolettino, Treb-
biano Toscano, Chardonnay and some other Italian 
and international grape varieties, which reflect the 
uniqueness of the Trasimeno’s terroir. There are 
oily and round and in the same time citrucy and 
fresh white wines, gastronomic rosé with smoky 
and toasty notes (even if a wine was not aged in 
oak), fruity, airy, fresh and complex red wine with 
a good aging potential as well as refined sparkling 
wines, made by Metodo Classico.

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THE VESUVIO 
TERROIR

VULCANIAN SOILS, A HERITAGE OF BIODIVERSITY

Wines influenced by the presence of volcanoes have never been 
so “à la page” as in this period. The Vesuvius area is known 
for the impactful eruption in 79 A.D., which changed the face 

of Herculaneum forever. Pompeii, Stabia and Oplontis, whose ruins now 
attract visitors from all over the world. But for some time now it has also 
been a place associated with the production of wine, thanks above all to 
the meticulous work carried out by the Consortium for the protection of 
the area, which has well understood how to promote these lands: begin by 
the history. 

History begins in the 17th century B.C. with the settlement by Greek peoples 
and later, with the Romans, there are certain traces of the production of the 
iconic Falerno wine. The historicity of these lands in terms of wine production 
is clear in the remains of what were wine-making procedures found by exca-
vations at Villa Augustea in Somma Vesuviana. Other authoritative evidence 
can be found in Aristotle, who tells that the Thessalians have planted vines in 
the Vesuvian area since the 5th century BC.
The vine finds space among the fertile volcanic sands that surround the cra-
ters and which, precisely because of the sand, have not been attacked by 
phylloxera. A unique genetic heritage protected for centuries by a production 
fabric composed of small, often family-run companies. The production of one 
million and a half bottles takes place in two macro areas: the Vesuvius and 
Mount Somma. The first is the volcanic area created following the eruption of 
79 a.D; vines are exposed on the south and close to the sea, so it grows in a 
special microclimate. Mount Somma is the original, primordial wine-growing 
area: green and lush with heroic terracing hosting several types of trees. The 
vines benefit from severe temperature excursions, both cool and humid micro-
climate. The whole is for sure a heritage of biodiversity.

The indigenous varieties Piedirosso and Caprettone followed by Coda di volpe 
bianco, Aglianico, Falanghina and Catalanesca are used to produce:
Vesuvio PDO (white, red or rosé); Vesuvio Lacryma Christi PDO (white, red or 
rosé), the denomination’s peak of excellence; Vesuvio PDO (monovarietal), a 
designation reserved for wines made from indigenous grapes vinified in purity;  
Pompeiano PDO (classic and monovarietal), which describes the characteris-
tics of the grapes used and the Campi Flegrei area, from the sea to the slopes 
of Vesuvius.

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COLLI DI LUNI
 THE LITTLE GEM OF LIGURIA

Due to its diverse soils and production 
styles, Vermentino in the Colli di Luni area 
proves to be one of the most interesting 

white wines on the Italian scene.

The production area of around 170 hectares 
protected by the DOC Colli di Luni, which has been 
in operation since 1989, is in the provinces of La 
Spezia and Massa Carrara in a landscape that 
winds its way through various impervious areas, 
such that viticulture here is defined as ‘heroic’. An 
area dedicated to wine, rows of vines alternate 
with olive groves and streams. One breathes 
in history as one learns that the foundation of 
Lunae dates to 177 B.C., vines were already 
known in Greek and Phoenician times. The area 
also became known for its marble, the famous 
Carrara marble, which reached the Roman Empire. 
Evidence of the wine trade dates to the 1st 
century B.C. with the historian Diodoro Siculo, who 
states: ‘In Liguria neither olive trees nor vines, but 
forests, land inaccessible to Ceres and Bacchus’. 
Shortly afterwards, Strabo, a rather reliable Greek 
geographer, writes: ‘The little wine the Ligurians 
produce is resinous and sour’. To arrive at Pliny the 
Elder’s chronicles: ‘The wines of Liguria hold the 
palm of Etruria’.
Vermentino rows of vines climbed the hills in the 
early Middle Ages, surrounding small villages. 
While the fame of Colli di Luni wines has declined 
due to countless historical transcrusions, today, 
with the promotional work of the Consortium and 

especially the controlled designation of origin, the 
market position of these wines has changed. A 
denomination that is mostly claimed in white, in 
which the main grape is Vermentino (minimum 
90%), although there is also a red version with 
grapes mainly known in the Tuscan terroir:

The vineyards belonging to this pedoclimatic zone 
produce grapes of great concentration, rich in 
sugar content and high skin ripeness. Vineyards 

located in the 150-300 metres mid-hill area with 
privileged exposures (south facing the sea) belong 
to this zone.
A second, is the cool hillside zone with medium-
textured soils characterized by the presence of 
clay, which retains water reserves and keeps the 
soils ‘fresh’ despite the slopes. This results in a 
slightly longer growing cycle with slightly later 
harvests.
But thanks to the slope, the soil manages water, 
avoiding stagnation and asphyxia. Here, the wines 
are fresher but with excellent skin ripeness.
A third area is hilly, with soils characterized by the 
presence of sand, which keeps the soils warm due 
to its lower water reserves. It determines a slight 
shortening of the growing cycle with slightly earlier 
harvests. It can be affected by medium water 
stress in summer, the wines are more elegant but 
finer from grapes with medium skin maturity.
And finally, a fourth area, the foothills, and plains, 
with looser loamy deep soils in which ‘Vermentino’ 
manages to achieve a balance, between sugar 
maturity and acid level, that is almost constant 
in the various vintages. Correct soil management 
between green manure and reduced tillage is 
fundamental interesting in these recent hot years 
for good drought resistance.

A recent comparative tasting of 37 different 
samples produced in these areas gave us an image 
of Colli di Luni of high quality, in which styles and 
profiles of wines dialogue with each other, telling 
of an area that makes its diversity an enjoyable 
place for those who want to be amazed by its 
nuances. Always affable, generous and of great 
harmony was the Colli di Luni of LVNAE, fruity, 
gourmand and very persistent the Colli di Luni 
Pinacce of Giacomelli, and finally, of good power 
and density and revealing a good evolutionary 
potential was the Lunaris from Cantine Bondonor.

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Alta Langa is now a movement, a brand. 
Not yet a destination, because more work 
still needs to be done on it, but the area 

is plenty of historical villages and many points of 
views facing the steep hills and moreover farmer 
of nuts and cheese plus others food specialities. 
Surrounded by the green also lots of resorts and 
family cottage. 

The group of more than 70 wineries within the 
Consortium represent a collection of experiences, 
of men and women, at work in family businesses 
and/or more structured companies, photographing 
the energy of a large part of Piedmont, which is 
drawing strength from its history by returning 
sparkling wines that were not there. With a style 
and taste that are now identifiable, created in 440.5 
hectares of vineyards spread across three different 
provinces: 215 in Cuneo, 178 in Asti and 47.5 in 
Alessandria. And although 2/3 of the vineyard area 
is planted with Pinot Noir, the remaining 1/3 of 
Chardonnay yields increasingly interesting expres-
sions. Numbers in hand, the ceiling of 3 million 
bottles produced in the last harvest was finally 
broken through. Volumes absorbed for 90% in the 
domestic market. 
Being a classic method produced according to a 
stricter production specification than that of Cham-
pagne, the vintage effect is increasingly remarkable 
although there are also cuvées with so-called ”re-
serve wines” or dosages and use of wood that go to 
create the House style. This is the case with Enrico 
Serafino, for example, with Contratto, Gancia, Cop-

po, Ettore Germano, and Cocchi, to mention a few 
names. Names that are also well expressed in the 
cuvées that benefit some from 40 and others from 
60 or even 100 months on the lees. 
The important challenge for Alta Langa now is to 
go deeper into the different three macro territories, 
their soils and therefore inevitably different hard-
nesses and tastes. A first major work of mapping 
has already been done. Generally speaking, it can 
be said that Alta Langa wines produced in the Cu-

neo area express themselves with marked acidity, 
yes, but with a taste in the fruit that is very intense, 
more intense than in the Alexandrian areas, where 
the freshness of the same prevails while more fles-
hy in the Asti area. 

The history of Alta Langa began with a group of 
producers in the 2000s, who invested in the first 
experimental vineyards, in 2002 came the DOC and 
in 2011 the DOCG with retroactive effect until the 
2008 vintage. Alta Langa is also designed for the 
presentation of the new vintages the Consortium 
always chooses unseen locations to the insiders 
of the city of Turin, Piedmont. The latest preview, 
”La Prima dell’Alta Langa 2024,” was staged at the 
Teatro Regio in Turin, one of the largest theaters 
in Europe and one of the most celebrated opera-
symphony institutions on the national scene. A 
successful sixth edition, after those at the Castle 
of Grinzane Cavour, Palazzo Serbelloni (Milan), 
the Italdesign Museum (where the iconic ”Terra” 
goblet was presented) and the evocative Reggia di 
Venaria. More than sixty Alta Langa producers will 
be present at the grand tasting at Teatro Regio, 
with more than 150 labels being tasted. In 2020, 
a vintage just released for most producers, sees 
sparkling wines of great harmony and a readiness 
to drink more evident than in other vintages. 
Worth trying, beyond the names already mentioned 
in this text, are the cuvées of Sordo, Sara Vezza, 
Reva and Colombo.

THE ORIGIN OF SPARKLING WINES IN PROSECCO REGION

Conegliano Valdobbiadene is a small 
region in the north-east of Italy, 
situated almost in the center of 

Prosecco DOC, that stands out of its 
vast area by its landscape, its sparkling 
wines and its history. Here, Glera variety 
can perfectly express subtle differences 
between 43 Rive – “crus”, situated on 
particular for the area pyramidal hills. 
Exposition to the sun, location on the 
hill, soil composition – all these charac-
teristics of a Riva are the factors, which 
define a variety of styles and profiles 
of Conegliano Valdobbiadene sparkling 
wines.

Recent and ancient history 
of the region
Conegliano Valdobbiadene is the heart of 
Prosecco region where the history of production 
of its sparkling wines started in the middle of XIX 
century (but the very first mentions of Conegliano 
Valdobbiadene as a winemaking region refer 
to 1772). At that time the control of alcoholic 
fermentation was not possible and depended on 
the weather in spring. Sometimes, fermentation 
stopped spontaneously, so a semi-fizzy wine 
was sold in barrel and was appreciated locally by 
the rich people of Venice. Later this wine started 
to be sold and recognized outside Conegliano 
Valdobbiadene. In 1876 the first School of 
Winemaking in Italy, “Istituto Cerletti”, was 
founded here, followed in 1923 by the Institute 
for Viticultural Experimentation and the beginning 
of scientific exchanges with other winemaking 
regions. Vine growers studied how to work the 

speep slopes and the Charmat method of the 
second fermentation in pressurized tanks, was 
perfected.
In the beginning the only area of Conegliano 
Valdobbiadene produced sparkling wines from 
Glera grape variety, which was called “Prosecco”, 
and Charmat method was even defined as 
a specific technique of producing wines of 
Conegliano Valdobbiadene. Then around 2000, 
the popularity of sparkling Prosecco increased, 
and to respond the market demand, the 
production area was enlarged to nine provinces 
of Fruili and Veneto. In order to protect the wine, 
in 2009 a vast Prosecco DOC was created for 
this and the grape variety was renamed to Glera. 
Conegliano Valdobbiadene obtained then the 
highest status of DOCG because:
•	 sparkling wine of the area is originated from its 
slopes 
•	 its terroir is totally different from those of flat 
area of Prosecco DOC 
•	 conditions here suit better for Glera, where it 
cumulates more sugar, more aroma compounds 
and expresses perfectly the mosaic of terroir of 
Conegliano Valdobbiadene
In addition, comparing to the extended area, Glera 
was the principal and historical grape variety in 
Conegliano Valdobbiadene, linked to its terroir. In 
1980, the region had about 80% of surface planted 
with white varieties, and 20% with reds (later 
reduced by 10-15%). But on the later extended 
flat area in 1980 the situation was the opposite - 
80% of vineyards were planted with red varieties 
and 20% - with white varieties. After the creation 
of Prosecco DOC, the tradition of red winemaking 
on the flat area was lost, following the demand 

of the market and by switching the vineyard to 
80% white varieties and 20% of red varieties. So 
Conegliano Valdobbiadene remains the original 
place for the white varieties, where Glera offers 
the best expression, thanks to its match with the 
terroir and with the method of production. 

Today, Conegliano Valdobbiadene produces 
92  000  000 (which is 1/6 of Prosecco DOC 
production), not only with Charnat method, but 
also by Metodo Classico (second fermentation 
in the bottle), with minimum of 85% of Glera, 
completed by local varieties (Verdiso, Perera, 
Glera Lunga). 

Terroir of Conegliano Valdobbiadene 
Conegliano Valdobbiadene is situated about 100 
km from the Dolomites, a part of the Prealpes, 
which protect the area from cold northern winds. 
This factor contributes to a mild spring-summer 
climate and a long-lasting autumn, as well as 
high diurnal temperature amplitude and good 
ventilation, thanks to the mountain winds. Soils 
of Conegliano Valdobbiadene are sedimentary 
(morainic, marl and conglomerates), but with 
different composition, which gives wines different 
organoleptic profile and different extract. Morainic 
soil, for example, has more important calcareous 
content, which gives a perceptible minerality in 
wines and more extract in grapes, which allows 
to reduce the dosage and to produce Brut, rather 
than Extra-Dry sparkling wines. 
But the “terroir” is also formed by people, who 
work the land. The landscape of Conegliano 
Valdobbiadene is characterised by series 
of steep slopes with a particular “hogback” 
shape, (“Prosecco Hills of Conegliano and 
Valdobbiadene” is also a UNESCO World Heritage

Site). Over the centuries, winemakers adapted 
these hills (sometimes with 70% gradient slopes) 
for work with particular terraces “ciglione”.  They 
are not covered with stones, but with grass, 
which reinforces the slopes and reduces soil 
erosion. Thanks to ciligione, located mainly 
on slopes with gradients of between 15° and 
60° the viticulture in the region is possible. 
Thousands of small-scale wine producers work 
on the hills of Conegliano Valdobbiadene, creating 
a “patchwork” agricultural landscape, highly 
fragmented configuration of small vineyard plots 
and wooded areas. This also creates a unique 
ecological network and ecosystem.

Rive and variety of expressions 
of Glera
“Rive” is traduced from the local dialect as “steep 
terrains”. It is also named “crus” of Conegliano 
Valdobbiadene and reflects the essence of a 
specific sub-zone, formed by its soil, its altitude, 

its exposition on a slope and its microclimate. 
Depending on altitude of the same slope (varying 
from 50 to 500 meters above sea level), budburst 
on vines will occur it different times, giving 
to the wine different aromatic compounds. 
This connection with subtle differences of 
microclimate and morainic soils in the terroir 
of a Riva makes its wines unique and now is 
closely studied. The term “Rive” with following 
specification of the name can be put on the label, 
if stricter rules, comparing to general Conegliano 
Valdobbiadene are respected:
•	 the grapes must come only from the commune 
shown on the label
•	 yield must be no higher than 13 tons per 
hectare. 
•	 harvesting must be only by hand 
•	 the year of production must always be shown, 
•	 Rive can only be produced in the Spumante 
(“fully sparkling”) version. 

With Glera, very sensible to microclimate and 
terroir, we can say, that there are at least 43 
expressions of this grape variety, by the number 
of Rive.

Landscape, viticulture and 
sustainability – the future of 
Conegliano Valdobbiadene
The UNESCO – protected landscape of Conegliano 
Valdobbiadene is very important in the region 
there are no more vineyards planted from 2021, 
in order to protect its biodiversity, maintain the 
balance on the planted areas and take care of 
soils and the quality of terroir.
Since 1st January 2019, the use of glyphosate and 
any other systemic herbicide in the Conegliano 
Valdobbiadene area was prohibited, and it 
became the largest zone in Europe free from 
most controversial chemical substance.
Then, to preserve the soil and restore its organic 
matter, no more chemical nitrogen can be used in 
the vineyards and must be replaced by an organic 
matter. And to protect the unique microclimates 
of Rive and anticipate the effects of climate 
change on the region, a forecasting study is now 
in progress.
The goal of these actions is to have a 100% of 
the vineyards of Conegliano Valdobbiadene 
certified by S.Q.N.P.I. Certification (National 
Quality System for Integrated Production), 
which will show, that the vineyard is free from 
any not natural substance and made choice of 
healthy products for its treatments in order to 
respect the environment and the harmony of 
ecosystem, creating a compromise between its 
environmental and economic needs.

GRÜNER VELTLINER 
AUSTRIA’S SIGNATURE GRAPE

Grüner Veltliner can lay claim to being 
Austria’s signature grape variety. Not 
only is it the most widely planted variety, 

covering 32% of vineyard space, it is capable 
of producing a wide range of styles including 
world-class, age worthy wines. Rarely found 
elsewhere, you will find small plantings in 
neighbouring Czech Republic and Hungary. More 
recently, growers in New Zealand, Argentina 
and the U.S.A. have been experimenting with 
the variety. However, Austria is still responsible 
for over 90% of all plantings. It is possible that, 
because it is only grown in one small country, 
it doesn’t quite get the recognition it deserves. 
Having said that, Grüner Veltliner, or GrooVee 
as some call it, is an essential component on 
fashionable wine lists from New York to London 
to Tokyo. Many sommeliers realise it is one 
of the great all-rounders, a wine that can be 
paired with a wide spectrum of dishes. 

In style the wines vary from light and racy to rich 
and powerful and include some serious structu-
red wines that will keep and develop for decades. 
It depends on the meso-climate and soils. Grüner 
Veltliner grows well in cooler climates and requires 
careful canopy management. High yields can lead 
to dilute wines.  

The largest plantings in Austria are in the Wein-
viertel, where most of the wines are light and re-
freshing with racy green fruits and a characteristic 
hint of ginger, white pepper and sometimes dill. 
Many of the grapes are made into sparkling wine. 
Otherwise, they are a source of great thirst-quen-
ching summer wines. 
However, in regions such as the Wachau, Kamp-
tal, Kremstal and a few other chosen sites, Grü-
ner Veltliner excels in the free-draining loess 
and primary rock soils. Wines from south-facing 
vineyards in the Wachau tend to be richer and 
higher in alcohol, especially those labelled Sma-
ragd. Those from Kremstal and Kamptal tend to 
be lighter and racier, but in no way inferior. Grüner 
Veltliner is very well suited to the loess soils here 
bringing a rich spiciness to the wines. Some argue 
that the Lamm vineyard, next to the famous Hei-
ligenstein vineyard (planted with Riesling) is the 
finest site of all for Grüner Veltliner.

Grüner Veltliner is rarely aged in new oak, so the 
wines offer a freshness and purity of fruit that 
make them great to drink on their own, but also 
fantastic food wines too. Locals would enjoy them 
with white asparagus in season and year-round 
with the famous Wiener Schnitzel. However they 
partner well with a wide spectrum of foods, inclu-
ding Asian cuisines.

The prestigious wine-growing area in 
German-speaking Switzerland covers 
480 hectares; pinot noir is undoubtedly 

the star grape as it accounts for 80% of the total 
area. The iconic red grape from Burgundy finds 
ideal conditions here in lime-rich soils and a 
rather mild climate. 

The canton can be divided into four sub-regions 
that, due to their soil and climatic and morpholo-
gical characteristics, yield wines with very different 
flavours and profiles.
The Klettgau area, on the border with Germany, is 
the most important and largest area: 389 hectares 
of vineyards. The vineyards stretch all the way to 
the northern border of Switzerland, from Gächlin-
gen to Trassadingen, via Oberhallau and Hallau. 
The soils are deep, clayey and calcareous, excellent 
for pinot noir and blauburgunder.
Around the city of Schaffhausen, near the Rhine 
Falls, wine growing has been going on since the 
end of the Middle Ages. Today there are less than 
ten hectares in production, which, when added to 
those in the Reiat area, add up to around 30.
The same area can be found in the municipality of 
Stein am Rhein, in the highest part of the canton, 
along the Rhine River, the steep hills of Wolkens-
tein are known. Here, the soils, unlike those in Klet-
tgau, are shallow, sandy and gravelly. Fine wines 
are among the finest. Finally, in Buchberg, the fifth 
largest wine town in the canton, on 33 hectares, 
the soils are marly with sandstone and sedimen-
tary rocks. Here the wines are full-bodied, rich and 
elegant.

The wine has a pale lemon yellow color. The nose 
is delicate and fresh. It expresses pleasant mineral 
touches (limestone, clay), associated with gourmand 
notes of yellow peach, ripe apricot, a touch of honey, 
apple blossom, acacia, a herbaceous hint of mint in the 
background and with tangy citrus hints (lemon peel, 
lemon juice, orange in the background). The palate 
offers a round, even slightly oily attack. We find the 
gourmandise of stone fruits (yellow peach, apricot), an 
exotic touch of melon, even green mango, the acidity 
of citrus fruits (yellow lemon, orange zest), as well as 
white flowers (acacia), a lactic hint as well as minerality 
of limestone in the background. The finish is long, fruity, 
with roundness, good bitterness and medium acidity.

The wine has a pale lemon yellow color. On the first 
nose, we find a limestone minerality, expressive scents 
of citrus (yellow lemon, grated lemon zest, grapefruit) 
and passion fruit, which are complemented on the 

second nose by notes of white peach, fresh pineapple, 
honeysuckle and apple blossom, combined with a 
touch of butter and fresh almond after aeration. The 
palate is gourmand, with a fruity attack (stone fruits 
– yellow peach, apricot) and the mid and end of the 
palate are lively and chiseled, with flavors of green 
apple, yellow lemon, lime and grapefruit with a good 
bitterness. We also notice delicate notes of hay, linden 
and apple blossom.

Pinot Gris 2022 
Schaffhausen 
The wine has a pale lemon yellow color with very 
slight golden highlights. The nose expresses the 
fleshiness of exotic fruits (fresh pineapple, a touch 
of passion fruit and yellow melon) and stone fruits 
(apricot, yellow peach), a sweet hint of lemon cream, 
as well as a fragrant floral bouquet (orange blossom, 
apricot blossom, acacia), a lactic touch of lemon yogurt 
and a note of lemon zest. The palate offers precision, 
good bitterness on attack and a pleasant roundness, 
refreshed by medium acidity. It expresses notes of 
stone fruits (yellow peach, yellow plum, apricot), lemon 
peel, bitter orange, grapefruit, as well as exotic fruits 
(pineapple, a hint of mango), lemon yogurt a hint 
of toast at the end of the palate, associated with a 
delicate saline minerality. A gourmand and supple wine.

Blanc de Noir 2022 
Schaffhausen 
The wine has a lemon yellow color of medium intensity, 
with golden or even orange highlights. The nose is fragrant 
and gourmand: it expresses the aromas of expressive 
but refined red fruits (red cherry, raspberry, red currant), 
associated with a touch of pear drops, vine peach, ripe 
apricot, as well as a bitterness of pink grapefruit and 
fresh almond, a touch of fresh rose and white pepper in 
the background. The palate has a gourmand, fruity and 
supple attack. It first expresses notes of vine peach, ripe 
raspberry and red currants, associated in the mid-palate 
with notes of grapefruit (with its good bitterness), bitter 
orange, candied lemon, apricot and yellow peach. The 
finish is quite persistent and sapid. It offers a delicate 
saline minerality, good bitterness, as well as a spicy touch 
(peppery and vanilla) and a salivating acidity. A gourmand 
and original white wine.

Not far from the historic center of Caluso, 
capital of Erbaluce, the grape that gives rise 
to one of Italy’s greatest whites, the Gardenia 

Restaurant has been located in a 19th-century courtyard since 1977. Here, 
Piedmonts cuisine is on stage, but with great French contamination. France 
that Mariangela Susigan experienced from a very young age; her parents 
having moved there after World War II for work.

There is no shortage of agnolotti, fritto misto piedmonts, finanziera, but a pionee-
ring desire to experiment got the better of her to such an extent that she pushed 
into the vegetable world at an early age, a commitment that led the restaurant to 
be awarded a Michelin star in 2001 and twenty years later to that of the Green 
Star. Sustainability and the use of zero-mileage products for the construction of a 
virtuous supply chain respecting the land and agricultural labor. What we find today 
is a Piedmonts cuisine of a matrix lightened or enriched - depending on one’s point 
of view - by herbs and vegetables processed with intelligence, the objective is to 
valorize all parts of the ingredient, even waste is preserved, reworked. 
A recent bright painting on the ceiling by artist Gosia Turzeniecka amplifies the 
dialogue between food and nature. Nurtured at first hand through the restau-
rant’s vegetable garden, which combines wild herbs with forgotten vegetables, 
small fruits, unusual medicinal and aromatic plants, edible flowers, native spe-
cies and ancient root varieties. A circular economy process, from the vegetable 
waste from the kitchen and the woody biomass from mowing and pruning, 
compost is produced which is used to fertilize the garden, thus minimizing 
food waste. Herbs already harvested in the Canavese valleys, in Valchiusella 
and in the morainic amphitheater, studied, preserved, and protected to then be 
expressed in dishes. A good example is the Gran Riserva carnaroli risotto, wild 
strawberries, civrin, spruce buds and salted lemon.
A project of this magnitude could not remain hidden; in fact, the ”Serra Expe-
rience” was born, a place for events or to experience the Chef’s Table and enjoy 
the soul of the restaurant together with a seductive wine pairing developed by 
sommeliers Elisabetta and Gabriele, who rightly give great space to the wines 
of the territory and the family wine cellar, Cantine Crosio, together with another 
thousand references.

The Guizzardi family’s business has been among the ‘Ristoranti Tipici’, 
‘Ristoranti Storici’ and ‘Bottega Storici’ for a few years now. Recognitions 
awarded by the Municipality of Verona to a few, to those who are committed 

to protecting traditional food and wine products and preserving their culture. It 
should come as no surprise that Greppia falls into this category. The business, 
with 40 years of experience behind it, focuses on family, hospitality and traditional 
recipes accompanied by a selection of wines that looks to classic, Veronese and 
Italian labels, without forgetting to scout the world’s leading wine denominations. 

Selected by Sommelier Luca Guizzardi, who oversees 300 
labels in continuous rotation, with a special focus on the 
search for ‘Biodynamic’ and ‘Natural’ wines. 
The history of this sign in the historic center of the city of Romeo and Juliet is un-
doubtedly linked to that of home-made pasta. Worked and cut by hand, it is pre-
sented on the plate mainly with meat sauce, but also with other condiments. If 
fresh pasta is a must-have, there is a vast selection of antipasti, in which the local 
Sopressa, a typical Verona Salume made with a coarse-grained mixture mixed with 
garlic and herbs, a sausage of ancient tradition, probably dating back to the Scaligeri 
(13th century), stands out. Other typical dishes are sarde in saòr, giardiniera d’orto, 
lardo di Colonnata with polenta, and culatello di Zibello with balsamic vinegar. On 
the main courses, little secrets can be found in the cooking times of meat from se-
lected farms, lamb, beef, veal, horse, donkey, and pork. Try the grilled rib-eye steak 
with seasonal vegetables. Quality selection as the mantra for the Guizzardi family, 
who grew up in Verona’s Samaritana alley. Which in the future will see its work 
expand by opening to tourism at 360°, also offering a room rental service above 
the restaurant. A restaurant located in the narrow streets of Verona’s historic cen-
ter, with a very large table turn, a spacious dehors, Roman rooms and authentic 
columns inside to support the ancient, vaulted ceiling.

Château Lafaurie-Peyraguey is a 1st Grand Cru Classé of 1855 
in the heart of Sauternes: the wines are delicious, and the 
place is marvelous. Since 2014, the winery is owned by Silvio 

Denz, a businessman but also an aesthete. He is also the happy 
owner of Maison Lalique, the famous crystal glass-making factory, 
and decided to create a place blending crystal, wine, hospitality, and 
gastronomy! It’s finally in 2018 that the hôtel-restaurant opened after 
works and a lot of historical research. Today, we can’t deny the success. 

Welcome to the Lalique Restaurant where the Chef Jerôme Schilling is creating 
a suspended moment totally inspired by the vineyards of Sauternes: it is why, 
he gained the title of « Culinarian of the vine ». Jérôme Schilling has always been 
surrounded by vineyards or wines. He is originally from Alsace and when he did 
the opening of the Lalique restaurant in 2018, his goal was clear. He wished to 
highlight the terroir of Sauternes and especially Château Lafaurie-Peyraguey one 
in every aspect. It is also important that his team is involved in the menu creation 
which includes the Chef Sommelier… and it is rare enough to be pointed out. 

2022 was the consecration’s year: the Chef won the iconic title of MOF (Meilleur 
Ouvrier de France), and the restaurant was endowed with two Michelin stars! We 
then know that the experience will be marvelous, and it is upon arrival with the 
warm welcome of Julien Cozzi, the manager of Lalique Restaurant team. The place 
is elegant, designed by Lady Tina Green and Pietro Mongarelli. The fully glazed 
dining room has a beautiful view on the vineyards and even the ceiling is a “ciel de 
vigne” with crystal chandeliers. 

The menu encompasses a creation around a vintage of Chateau Lafaurie-Peyra-
guey: everything inspires the Chef, and he plays with the flavors, colors, textures, 
scents of the wine to create a unique dish. Then, you will be able to experience a 
course around the « sarment  » (the vines branch) and a vegetarian course using 
a vegetable growing in Sauternes terroir. Obviously, Sauternes wine is used in the 
kitchen but also winemaking products: nothing is lost, everything is used. For ins-
tance, the first press can be part of the salting and lies can be included in different 
sauce. Everything is perfect in term of plating: the design and beauty of the dishes 
are stunning. In addition of this Sauternes obsession, you will be able to discover a 
signature of Jérôme Schilling: his love for acidity which gives fresh and juicy recipes. 

Sauternes wines are marvelous to pair with gastronomy. The Chef Sommelier 
Logan Guignot-Trufley was also in Alsace at Villa René Lalique Hôtel & Restaurant 
before joining the Lalique restaurant in Sauternes in 2023. He also has a strong 
background in wine and like the Chef Schilling, he is into competitions: finalist 
of Master of Port 2023, semi-finalist of Best Sommelier of France 2024 (the 
next steps of the competition will take place this autumn, let’s keep our fingers 
crossed for him!) … With his team, they have a very important role: to (re)educate 
guests about Sauternes thanks to clever pairings but also cocktails. But don’t get 
confused, the pairings are not 100% sweet wines: you can follow the advice of the 
sommeliers and discover gold nuggets from their 2700 wines list! 

The Chef Sommelier is also working on different projects like alcohol free drinks 
for the gastronomical restaurant, and the bar list which has already some amazing 

exclusivities with Lalique partners. 

The five stars hotel is a nest, very confiden-
tial with few rooms, at 45 minutes’ drive from 
Bordeaux. You obviously have the Lalique 
Restaurant, but you can also enjoy La Terrasse 
de Lafaurie: a summer restaurant open from 
May to October. They are working around a 
brasero, and the menu is 39 euros per person. 
The wine list is delightful and every Wednes-
day, there is band playing music for you! Who 
said Sauternes was boring?

In Paestum, in the marvellous Cilento region, between the sea and the hills 
overlooking Capri, the Pagano family’s facilities are among the jewels of our 
peninsula. With an 8 million eurorenovation by architect Giampiero Panepinto, 

the Savoy Club is a dream structure with restaurants, including the red bistar”Tre 
Olivi”, headed by chef Oliver Glowig, the Holos Spa, the Beach Club 93, with 
a  private beach and multifunctional spaces for conferences, weddings and 
events, and 44 elegant  rooms. A place for all-round well-being that recalls 
that which has existed since the times of the  ancient Greeks. 700 square 
metres in which there is no lack of swimming pools, Turkish baths, and a salt 
pool reminiscent of the Dead Sea. 

The new summer season at the Savoy Club is also an  opportunity to visit the 
Paestum archaeological park and promote Cilento and its thousand-year history 
of myths and beauty, little known to international travelers. A sort of village that 
looks to history and excellence, especially culinary excellence, the latest menu at 
the Tre Olivi pays homage  to Mediterranean cuisine and tradition by relying on 
organic ingredients produced by Giuseppe Pagano’s estate, San Salvatore 1988, 
known for its wines, but also cheeses and oil. The Mediterranean diet is the only 
way forward, which in this oasis is offered 10 months a year to a foreign clientele, 
with the American target growing. 

The cuisine of chef Oliver Glowi
German by origin but extremely involved with the flavors of Italian cuisine, chef 
Oliver Glowi show his expression of Cilento cuisine through two tasting menus: 
“My Signature” with its iconic dishes and “Paestum Tale,” the cost of both is €160 
per person. Guests can also choose 3 dishes from both menus composed by 8 
courses each. Emphasis is placed on land rather than sea dishes, as this is the way 
of tradition in the Cilento region. Local meats and vegetables from the garden. The 
courses are rich, varied, yet light, with definite and mouthwatering flavors. Like 

the Animelle di vitello, ricotta e spugnole or the Bottoni ripieni di salsiccia di Noglia 
with raw red shrimp from Acciaroli and onion essence.
To close, the trend of offering non-sweet desserts is confirmed, Oliver flaunts “The 
Artichoke Ode, with artichoke baba with olive oil ice cream and bread. 
Among the commendable dishes, to be tried at least once in a lifetime, are the 
Eliche cacio e pepe with sea urchins and the Pigeon with goose foie gras sauce, 
white fig carpaccio and Menaica anchovies.

The region of Franciacorta is located in Lombardy, in the Province of 
Brescia, only one hour drive to east from Milan. This well-known 
financial and fashion center contributed significantly to the popu-

larity of sparkling wine of Franciacorta, which were known till then only 
locally, and to the recognition of their high quality. Today, Franciacorta is a 
successful story of Italian winemaking, with a unique terroir, highlighted 
by engaged producers, such as Mosnel.

Ancient history of sparkling wines
According to old documents, the viticulture in Franciacorta already existed 
even in 12th, when local monasteries introduced and developed the vine 
growing and winemaking in the region. Moreover, 
there is a reference to producing sparkling wines 
in the area in 16th century. The origin of the 
name “Franciacorta” dates back to 13th century 
and refers to the term “Franzacurta”, found in old 
documents and probably meaning the exemption 
of local villages from commercial taxes “Franche 
Curtes”, thanks to the protection of their clergy. 
The quality of sparkling wines of Franciacorta 
was known firstly only locally, but thanks to 
the proximity of an important city of Milan, the 
recognition of their finesse went outside the boundaries of the region. In 
1967 Franciacorta was one of the first wine regions in Italy to obtain the DOC 
status, and in 1995 – it was the first Italian wine region producing sparkling 
wines, to obtain de highest DOCG status.

Mosnel at the origins of Franciacorta appellation
Mosnel is one of Franciacorta’s oldest wine brands and family estates – its 
history dates back to 1836, when the Barboglio family inherited Camignone 
estate and its vineyards, which were producing “perfettissimi vini” already 
in the 17th century. Wine was always one of the domain’s major activities, 
but the turning point for Mosnel arrived when its previous owner Emanuela 
Barzanò Barboglio, decided to focus exclusively on wine, in 1968. Thus 
Mosnel became a reference for local producers and for the whole appellation, 
which she contributed to establish in 1967. Then, in 1990 she was among 
the founding members of the Consorzio. Nowadays, Giulio and Lucia Barzanò, 

the children of Emanuella, are the owners of 42 ha of Mosnel’s vineyards. 
The winery is run by Giulio, who supervises the production together with an 
experienced team, and Lucia is in charge of communication and marketing.

Highlighting the terroir in wines with less sugar 
Franciacorta is a hilly region and a naturally shaped amphitheater overlooking 
Lake Iseo. A large glacier formed it during two ice ages, moving down from 
Camonica valley. So the soils here are of morainic origin and have a specific 
composition. They are rich in sand, silt and loam, but poor in clay, permeable 
and often thick. The whole area of Franciacorta is also covered with stones 
and pebbles, carried here by the old glaciers. These stones not only give a 

particular texture and add a component in the 
local soil, by they were also used to build houses 
and “broli” – typical for the region stonewalls, 
surrounding buildings and vineyards.
The regulating effect of the Lake Iseo and the 
cooling effect of the Prealps have an important 
influence on the climate of Franciacorta. In 
summer, cool breezes coming from Camonica 
Valley across the lake refresh the hot air, and 
in winter the lake protects the region from cold 
northern winds, heating them by some degrees. 

This is why we can find some Mediterranean vegetation in Franciacorta.
Mosnel is located on the north-east corner of Franciacorta region where 
the cooling influence of Prealps mountains is even greater than that of Lake 
Iseo. Both mountains and lake provide constant ventilation, thus contributing 
to growing healthy grapes and fostering aromatic precursors, leading to 
flavorful grapes.  
The vineyards of Mosnel are grown on soils of fluvio-glacial origin, with a high 
percentage of pebbles and marl of its soils. Even the winery name comes 
from the local dialect and means “heap of stones”. The permeability of this 
soil force the wine roots dig deeper and thus cumulate minerals and aromatic 
elements.
These particularities – a cooler climate and stone soils - allows to get 
concentrated grapes and produce great wines even with low or no residual 
sugar, as Mosnel has chosen to do in 1981, well before it became trendy.

Vinification for harmony and complexity of wines
The second reason of the elegance and depth of Mosnel’s sparkling 
wines is a great attention to the aromatic expression of a wine, during the 
vinification process. One third of each base wine, for both vintage and non-
vintage sparkling wines, is fermented and aged in barriques. This process 
provides not only more complex aromas and more depth on the nose, but 
also a greater smoothness and persistence on the palate. Another feature 
of Mosnel is the long ageing on lees undergone by each bottle, which 
gives time to wines to fully reveal itselves. Wines are aged for 24 months 
minimum even though specifications of the appellation require only 18 
months. 

Grape varieties and respect for the environment
In addition to common in the region Chardonnay and Pinot Noir Mosnel uses
also Pinot Blanc and Erbamat. Once widespread Pinot Blanc was gradually 
abandoned, because it is highly demanding and more difficult to cultivate. 
However, Mosnel still has one sixth of its vineyards planted with this variety, 
because of the elegance that it brings to wines. If Pinot Blanc reminds the 
past, Erbamat represents the future of the winery. Erbamat is a high-acidic 
and late-ripening native grape variety, recently introduced in Franciacorta’s 
specifications, in order to face the effects of climate change. Mosnel is 
experimenting with one hectare of Erbamat, planted on its vineyards, all 
organically farmed. In addition, Mosnel recently embraced BIOPASS Project 
aimed at assessing the “identity” of each parcel through an evaluation of soil 
and organic matter, copper content and biodiversity, in order to better adapt 
the work to a parcel and intervene only when necessary.

Promising projects and experiments with lees aging
One of the most ambitious projects, recently released by Mosnel is 
“Riedizione”, which aims to investigate ageing on the lees, bringing it to the 
next level of complexity. 400 magnums of “Riedizione Brut 2000” has been 
aged for 19 years on the fine lees and disgorged in 2020. Another special 
projects and experiments with lees aging are the two Mosnel’s cuvées with 
fifteen years of ageing : “EBB” and “Parosé 2007 Re-edition 2023”. “The 
Re-editions, together with the Reserves, are our most ambitious projects, 
capable to fully embody the Mosnel Style, made up of care, sense of waiting, 
and the ability to wait most precious things ”, says Lucia Barzanò.

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Franciacorta Mosnel Brut Satèn 2019 
Franciacorta Satèn
(100% Chardonnay, 2020 draw, disgorging November 2023) The 
color of the wine is brilliant, a pale lemon yellow color and fine
bubbles On the nose, the wine is subtly fragrant, with slight 
aromas of toast and brioche. It expresses refined aromas of 
warm brioche, toasted hazelnut, sweet spices (ground cumin, 
coriander seeds, nutmeg, a hint of vanilla), which enhance 
the wine after aeration and complement the ripe fruit (yellow 
peach, apricot, lemon, grapefruit, citron) and candied fruits 
(candied lemon peel, candied bitter orange in the background). 
There are also lactic aromas of fresh butter, browned butter and 
lemon yogurt. The palate is very elegant, frank, complex and 
precise. The attack is filled with tangy and chiselled flavors of 
grapefruit, bergamot (with a delicate bitterness and a smoky 
touch), candied lime and bitter orange, enveloped in a fruity, 
juicy and gourmand fruitiness of white peach, yellow nectarine 
and apricot. At the end of the palate, very persistent, the wine 
develops its complexity and expresses spicy (cumin, coriander 
seed, clove, toasted vanilla), toasted (toasted hazelnut, toasted 
bitter almond) and lactic notes (lemon yogurt, fresh butter), 
complimented by flavours of toasted bread and warm brioche. 
The foam is silky and persistent. A wine of great finesse, very 
subtle and at the same time rich in flavors.

Rosé Pas Dosé 2018 
Franciacorta Rosé
(Pinot Nero 70%, Chardonnay 30%, tirage 2019, disgorging 
June 2023) The color of the wine is brilliant, pale golden. 
On the nose, the wine is delicate, subtly fruity and floral. 
It expresses very light, but perceptible and gourmand 
notes of red and white fruits – white raspberry, pineapple 
strawberry, garriguette strawberry in the background, as 
well as stone fruits (white peach and white nectarine). 
After aeration, we find the liveliness of citrus fruits – a 
bitter touch of grapefruit zest, lemon, bitter orange and 
bergamot with its smoky hint, as well as a subtle tertiary 
touch of wilted rose and wet leaves, as well as sweet and 
toasted spices (vanilla in the background, cloves, a hint of 
nutmeg, toasted hazelnut, toasted almond), a lactic hint of 
cherry yogurt. On the palate, the wine is complex, rounder 
and juicy than on the nose. It offers a chiseled and lemony 
attack, with slightly bitter citrus notes (grapefruit, lime and 
bergamot), enveloped in the gourmandise of vine peach, 
red cherry, white raspberry, garriguette strawberry and 
pineapple strawberry. In the mid-palate, we find sweet 
spices (vanilla, ground cumin, nutmeg), a lactic touch of 
cherry yogurt and a hint of toasted hazelnut and toasted 
almond. The finish is persistent, frank and straight, with 

lively acidity and good grapefruit bitterness and perfume of cherry blossom. The 
mousse is refined and delicate. An elegant wine, with lots of flavor and finesse.

Franciacorta 
(100% Chardonnay, 2019 draw, disgorging June 2023) The color 
of the wine is clear, a pale lemon yellow color. The nose is fine, 
with a lot of subtlety and a precise limestone and saline mineral 
framework. The fruity aromas are chiseled and tangy: we find 
notes of lemon, fresh lemon zest, a touch of grapefruit juice 
and bergamot, as well as a hint of yuzu. After aeration, the wine 
expresses a lactic and yeasty aromas of lemon yogurt, fresh 
butter and fresh brioche, complemented by delicate tertiary 
notes of chestnut honey, wax and tobacco in the background 
(even by a very discreet touch of white truffle) and sweet 
spices (vanilla, nutmeg). We also find youthfulness in aromas 
of fresh stone fruits (white peach, apricot), fresh quince and 
fresh white flowers (white rose, acacia, lily). The attack on the 
palate is racy, straight and mineral, with lively and chiselled 
notes of lime, bergamot, lemon zest, as well as calcareous 
touch and salinity (even iodized) in its mineral framework. The 
mid-palate expresses flavors of white peach, tangy apricot and 
fresh quince, combined with scents of rose, lily and acacia, as 
well as a touch of sweet spices (nutmeg, cumin), fresh brioche 
and vanilla yogurt. The finish has a lot of energy and liveliness, 
and lingers for a long time on the palate with iodized and saline 
mineral notes. The bubbles are very silky and velvety. Lots of 
elegance and finesse in this wine, energy and subtlety.

Tannins are mellow and 
gourmands. Long and beautiful persistence. A subtle chewiness on the finish.

There are notes of Mirabelle 
plum, fresh yellow flowers and small notes of fresh/
juicy berries associated with fine touches of quince 
as well as hints of fresh nutmeg, bright apple, a 
subtle almost kumquat hint and an imperceptible 
hint of sense of the place (local biotop). The mouth 
is nicely fruity, mineral and offers fruit, gourmandise, 
precision, a beautiful acidulous frame, a nice elegant 
fat, energy as well as a Burgundian character in its 
matter. Beautiful mid-palate. On the palate this wine

A land of rare beauty, of sunshine, chosen by entrepreneur Antonio 
Intiglietta to produce wine in his own way. With a very vertical pro-
ject. Few frills. The chosen vineyard is in Parabita, in the province of 

Lecce. He named the estate after his wife: Liliana Angelillo. 

To finance this project, he is launching a crowdfunding campaign aimed at the 
regeneration of one of the most beautiful and well-known lands in terms of 
tourism with a still unexpressed potential in agriculture.
Shareholders with a minimum subscription of 250€ participate in the profits and 
enjoy a discount on the purchase of bottles.
In this land, one expects wines based on Negroamaro, Primitivo or Malvasia. Not 
at all. Assisted by French rootstock grower Pierre Marie Guillaime, the estate’s 
oenologist Andrea Fattizzo has chosen to plant three different clones of caber-
net sauvignon (685, 169, 412) two hundred meters above sea level. Contrata 
Specchia, as it is called, is the highest vineyard in Salento. The result in the 
bottle is called LADAME, a Salento IGP Parabita Contrada Specchia 100% caber-
net sauvignon. Somewhat against the current trend, if you like, of seeking out 
indigenous varieties, every terroir in its beginnings has focused on internatio-
nals; one should not be too surprised by this choice because the objective is the 
search for elegance and finesse. This is the first way for this land with a vocation 
for wine to be talked about, which can, at a later stage, deepen and propose its 
sub-zones and different production areas.
Here, the soil lends itself to the French berry, loamy-sandy with a clay content 
of around 20 per cent and a capacity for water retention, rich in organic matter, 
macro and microelements. But also, with a good amount of lime, which makes 

the soil cool and dry. The elevation ensures temperature fluctuations between 
day and night. First produced in 2018, the vineyard area consists of 1.80 hec-
tares; less than six thousand plants per hectare facing north-south. The label, 
with an inverted triangle facing Mother Earth, represents fertility, life. Made by 
Seriprint of Locorotondo (Bari), with a cotton paper by Manter by Fedrigoni for a 
curious touch sensation.

An all-round reality, a place of peace and history. Born from a desire 
to build. A first project idea was born in the vineyards overlooking 
Vesuvius in the early 1900s, Raffaele Palomba decided to try his 

hand at wine production. What became a riding school in the late nineties 
was transformed into a farm in 1996. 

The name, Bosco de’ Medici, inevitably recalls Tuscany; a stone with an inscription 
and a sign was found between the rows of vines. An ‘M’ with a crown. It turns out 
that the land was once owned by a branch of the noble Medici dynasty that moved 
to the Kingdom of Naples. In 1567, Luigi De Medici of Ottajano, prime minister of 
the Kingdom of Naples, entrusted his nephew Giuseppe with the task of produ-
cing excellent wines in an area recognized as highly vocated since Roman times.
The winery’s new impetus started more recently, the new generation, Raffaele’s 
grandchildren, built the winery in Pompeii not far from the Sanctuary and the 
archaeological excavations and put the first wines on the market; 2014 is the 
first official vintage of Bosco De’ Medici wines, with 8000 bottles produced, Raf-
faele’s dream is fulfilled. Today the company produces around 30000 bottles, 
and one of the most prominent oenologists in Italy is Vincenzo Mercurio.
Wines based on Piedirosso, Falanghina and Caprettone. It is precisely this 
latter protagonist in the Pompei Bianco Igt that also tells its own story over 
time, showing good evolutionary potential.
With herbaceous, citrus, and even honeyed aromas and a good wrap-around.
The expertise of this reality is based on the protection of the unique terroir 
of Vesuvius (the only active volcano in continental Europe), zoning, sustaina-
bility, and continuous experimentation in the cellar. Only natural substances 
that stimulate the vine’s immune response are used, avoiding pesticides, 
synthetic fertilizers, and herbicides. Harvesting is done manually in the 8 hec-
tares of the estate within the Vesuvius National Park, all exposed to the south 
- south-east and at an altitude of approximately 250-300 m above sea level.
The soil is volcanic/sandy, rich in minerals such as iron, potassium, phospho-
rus, and silica. One of the most fertile soils in the world. The ash and lapilli that 
penetrate the subsoil provide nutrients for the vines. Confirming this are the 
hundred-year-old pre-phylloxera vines that stand alongside the new plan-
tings that are not yet ten years old.

A winery closely linked to its place of origin 
and that in a certain sense pays homage 
to the history of an ancient Roman city: 

the town of Luni. On the border between Liguria 
and Tuscany, all that remains today are the ruins 
of what was once a powerful maritime city. 
A thousand-year history, already in 177 BC a 
Roman colony was founded at the mouth of the 
river Magra and named ‘Portus Lunae’. Pliny the 
Elder, in his work ‘Naturalis Historia’ about the 
wine of this place wrote: ‘Etruriae Luna palma 
habet…’ (65 AD).

The Bosoni family, rooted in this territory for 4 
generations, is committed to the cultivation of 
vines, the production of wine and the protection 
of the territory and, of course, its promotion. An 
activity that is well received by the market, possible 
thanks to the relationship of trust established over 
the years with about 100 small wine growers, who 
feel they are an active part of a larger project. Only 
indigenous varieties are produced: Vermentino, 
Albarola, Vermentino Nero, Malvasia, Pollera Nera 
and Massareta. Grapes grown on no less than 65 
hectares, a very large area for the area. Attention to 
the environment is in the foreground, the territory 
is respected through organic viticulture, the use 
of green energy that is substantiated in pho-
tovoltaic, geothermal and low environmental 
impact production facilities.
A design vision resulted in the construction 
of a new wine cellar, which is inspired by the 
surrounding nature and looks towards sustai-
nability.  The photovoltaic system installed on 
the roof allows more than half of the energy 
requirements to be covered; the remai-
ning electricity used is acquired only from 
renewable sources. A geothermal system 
with horizontal probes allows for natural 
air conditioning of some of the rooms 
in the basement. The green mantle 
covering the main front of the cellar 
supports the natural air conditioning 
of the rooms and contains storage 
tanks for rainwater recovery. 
Outside, there is a single sloping 
grass and stone floor in memory of 
traditional dry-stone walls, a remin-
der of heroic viticulture. For produc-
tion, the characters of the individual 
plots are protected through separate 
vinification in temperature-control-
led steel tanks. Wines that are aged 
in wood see the use of large barrels. 
The production style focuses on the 

expressiveness of the fruit, its dynamism and, 
above all, harmony between the textures. A result 

made possible by the particularly heteroge-
neous soils even in small areas. The common 
thread in the hilly area is the skeleton and the 
povertỳ of organic substance.
An alternation of ancient rocks, where iron 
clays, sandstone and sand are only minimally 
evident. This type of substrate, combined with 
an optimal exposure of the vines and a venti-
lated climate, allows the right balance of root 
and leaf development. Finally, the woods sur-
rounding the plots favor a rich biodiversitỳ 

that is transmitted to the wine in a precise 
identity imprint.

”Each plot at LVNAE is like the key of a 
piano and only by uniting the different 
harmonies can we fully appreciate 
the symphony of the Colli di Luni,” ex-
plains Diego Bosoni. We find the best 

explication of this approach to wine production in 
the “Numero Chiuso” label: a complex and deep 
Vermentino, satisfying and mineral, with great 
substance and personalitỳ able to ageing in bottle. 
Produced in a limited edition, approximately 2,600 
numbered bottles (contents of a single 20 hl cask). 
Confirmation of the Bosoni family’s desire to expe-
riment and unveil the full potential of Vermentino.

Chiara is one of the undisputed stars of the Romagna wine scene. 
Able in just a few years to impose herself on the market for the qua-
lity and personality of her wines. With a fresh and captivating soul, 

faithful to the territory in which they are born. A talent and commitment 
recognized throughout the world, the winery exports to many countries. 
Very young, under 40, after completing her studies in economics in 2012 
and an experience abroad, she returned to her Fiumana di Predappio.

She began working alongside her father in running the 
business, and in 2015 decided to open her own busi-
ness. He immediately has clear ideas: to create a space 
of his own in which he can express himself through 
wines that bear his signature. The greatest efforts are 
in the vineyard, where he cultivates the vines 3 million 
years ago there was the sea. Everything starts in the 
vineyard; one works by watching the grapes arrive in 
the cellar. Chiara concentrates on a few references, 
to make them at their best. She produces Il Tre Vigne 
(Chiara Condello) and the cru Le Lucciole, in a small 
plot near a vast wooded area, rich biodiversity and a 
cooler climate.
The soils, between 150 and 300 meters above 
sea level, are of ancient marine origin and are 
composed of poor soils, of a calcareous-clayey 
matrix, with tufaceous and sandstone compo-
nents, known locally as ‘spugnone’. Draining 
and capable of retaining water in depth, they 
allow the vines to face even hot and dry pe-
riods without suffering from water stress. The 
production philosophy immediately espoused 
the principles of organic farming, with manual 
work in the vineyard and cellar practices re-
duced to the minimum necessary, to allow the 
potential of the grapes to be expressed in a 
manner faithful to the varietal characteristics 
and terroir. The vinification protocol is practi-
cally the same for both the wines it produces, 
with spontaneous fermentation, long mace-
ration (varies according to the vintage) and 
partial use of the whole bunch (variable), no 
temperature control and no filtration. Ageing 
in large barrels.
Her being young and having immediately 
thrown herself into the world of wine, travel-
ling and dealing with producers from all over the 
world has helped her professional and human growth. Chiara is aware that 
her commitment has helped turn the spotlight on the entire denomination 
and tell its story outside the borders of the territory. 
Recently released is Stralisco 202°, a pure Sangiovese produced as her 
grandfather used to make it: 100% with cement tanks. Fermentation in open 
vats and no passage in wood. Very elegant and deep.

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One of Bertinoro’s most enthralling wineries, it stretches on the 
western side of the Cesena hills, between 100 and 350 meters 
above sea level. Here, the vineyards overlook the medieval vil-

lage situated between the Tuscan-Romagna Apennines and the Adria-
tic Sea and its sea breeze. Known as ‘The Balcony of Romagna’, it is 
also a wine town that excels in hospitality. Albana and Sangiovese are 
concentrated in a few very territorial varieties, which are cultivated 
on ochre-colored and brown clayey soils, rich in limestone of marine  
origin locally called ‘spungone’. One likes to spend afternoons, days, in these 
lands for their still wild, sincere nature, olive trees, vineyards, lots of woods.

In this context, on the hill of Montemaggio, the Giovanna Madonia winery 
produces artisanal wines, Romagna Sangiovese DOC in the Superiore and 
Riserva versions with the geographical mention “Bertinoro” and Romagna 
Albana DOCG, Secco and Passito. Spontaneous fermentation, without the 
controlled use of temperature, low use of sulphites and long macerations. 
60,000 bottles are produced on the 14 hectares under organic cultivation, 
which in the ancient underground cellar of the manor house, dating back to 
the 1700s, where modern steel tanks accompany the ancient traditions of 
wood and cement. But the great work with the future in mind began in 1992, 
when a clonal study of the plants between 250 and 350 meters above sea 
level facing south-west was initiated. By restoring the ancient form of bush-
training, Giovanna Madonia and her daughter Miranda are the custodians 
of a wealth of knowledge that has enabled her to pay particular attention 
to the plots where the grapes are grown in the various plots and how the 
clones respond in these soils, which are recognizable in the wines for their 
elegance, distinct flavor and excellent ageing capacity. In the vineyard, as little 
use is made of pesticides as possible, the winery is organically managed and 
awaiting certification.

Among the best wines of the denomination and of the company is Ombroso 
Romagna DOC Sangiovese Riserva Bertinoro, produced on 6 hectares, aged 
for 12/15 months in French oak tonneaux, half new and half second and third 
year. A very rich, powerful wine with great personality. Authoritative in repre-
senting the profile of this sub-zone.

A historic green oasis in Umbria

In the epicenter of Umbria, among Todi and Montefalco, a family-run 
estate that broke through the 100-year barrier a few years ago. Foun-
ded in 1921, Tenuta di Saragano, in the heart of Umbria, preserves the 

beauty of its landscapes by engaging in sustainable agriculture. 

In the hands of the same Pongelli Benedettoni family since the 13th century, the 
property covers 220 hectares, 12 of which are devoted to vines at an altitude 
of over 470 metres above sea level. The highest point in the entire Montefalco 
area. Count Riccardo Pongelli Benedettoni and Ivan Vincareti (entrepreneur and 
oenologist) also concentrate on the production of oil (the Frantoiano, Moraiolo 
and Leccino cultivars are grown on 18 hectares for a total of 5000 plants).
An all-round activity that includes wine, extra virgin olive oil, grains, barley, field 
beans, flax, lentils and calves.
The Saragano Estate is certified by the ICEA Institute, which monitors the pro-
duction method in respect of human health and the environment, for a model of 
sustainable development of quality Italian agriculture.
Immersing oneself in this green oasis means admiring many stone farmhouses 
interspersed with a lake, gullies and pine forests. Their names - Collebocco, Cas-
tiglione, Col Ferrante La Ghirlanda - echo the ancient place names found in the 
Gregorian Cadastre. Here, a resort and a bistro are also located. Guests can thus 
enjoy an all-round experience.
The grotto carved out of the sandstone is an ancient room used for storing 
wine due to its almost perfect conditions caused by the absence of light and 
a constant temperature. Here aged the wines produced in 5 several plots: ‘Se-
greta’ (1 ha riesling destinated for the production of bubble’s), ‘Piantata’ (1.5 ha 
sagrantino, sangiovese and merlot), ‘Palmira’ (4.5 ha sangiovese, merlot, gre-
chetto di Todi and trebbiano spoletino), ‘Palazzo’ (2 ha sagrantino, sangiovese 
and merlot), ‘Le Torri’ (1 ha sagrantino, sangiovese and merlot). Long, very long 
ageing periods to allow the tannins of the reds to soften. The result, as far as 
Montefalco Rosso is concerned, is an elegant wine with aromas of cherry, in-
cense and black pepper. Harmonious and very evolving on the palate. 
“Our company is a 100 percent organic, it’s a winning approach; we have been 
able to manage very well the difficult vintage picking good grapes. Biodiversity 
helps plants defend themselves.
We respect nature, if we respect it, it rewards us. We do things slowly, “all and 
now” is no guarantee of durability over the years. Among the winery’s latest 
projects is a rosé wine made from Sangiovese grosso, north-facing grapes, 
the cooler side with slow ripening and lower alcohol content, fermentations 
start with indigenous yeasts. In the vineyard, for this wine as for the others, 
there is a very strong selection of grapes. The yields are very low: 30 quintals 
per hectare” – said Ivan Vincareti.

Erika Montovan
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Named after the toponym of one of the most historic areas on 
the first border with Montefalco.  Colle Ciocco means the root 
of the olive tree. Indeed, seems to be everywhere. A luminous 
hill surrounded by history, from Spello ”Splendidissima Colonia 
Julia”, Assisi ”Cradle of St. Francis”, Perugia ”the Augusta”, Spo-
leto ”Ducal City”. Punctuated by medieval towers, this vast hill 
is home not only to vines, but also oaks, holm oaks and above all 
olive groves, as mentioned. An unbelievable panorama.

The Spacchetti family has been living this alternation of colours and scents since 
the 19th century, wine has been produced since 1870. More recent documents 
attest that the Sacchetti family is one of the five historic cellars in the production 
of Sagrantino. A tradition that has withstood the passage of time, in dialogue 
with it, living with the expectation and the criticalities and joys that each harvest 
brings. The wines produced in this rich context of biodiversity encapsulate all the 
charm and mystery of the passage of time, of the vineyards at an altitude of 500 
metres above sea level. The company cultivates about 20 hectares: 12 hectares 
of Sagrantino and other black and white grapes and 9 hectares of olive groves 
(3000 trees). Vines are planted on soil rich in skeleton and draining. In addition to 
the ever-present Sagrantino, Sangiovese, Merlot, Viognier, Chardonnay and Gre-
chetto destined to produce Montefalco Sagrantino dry and passito, Montefalco 
Rosso (Merlot and Sangiovese) and Montefalco Bianco, Monefalco Grechetto 
”Clarignano”, Spoleto Trebbiano Spoletino ”Tempestivo” and the rosé ”Brixio”. 
Lamberto Spacchetti, a former naval officer for 40 years, decided to follow in his 
father’s traditions and currently runs the production with his daughter Silvia.
Focusing on the reds, the Montefalco Sagrantino is vinified in steel and matured 
in oak barrels for 12 months, before ending up in the bottle where it stays for 
a further 8 months before release. Montefalco Rosso is a blend of Sangiovese, 
Sagrantino and Merlot. It matures for 12 months in large Austrian casks.
With the earliest traces of Sagrantino passito to be traced back to 1088, it is the 
most traditional of Montefalco’s wines, obtained from the vinification of grapes 
and then left to dry for over three months on racks. After racking and maturing 
for a year in oak barrels, a six-month rest in glass. A very pleasant red, of great 
longevity and which improves its organoleptic characteristics over time. Intense, 
deep and complex, with aromas of blackberry and black cherry. Surprising for the 
balance between tannin and pulp, with great structure. ”There is always a right 
moment to drink it, I prefer it with cheese, but also with chestnuts or dry baked 
biscuits and dark chocolate,” confided Lamberto Spaccheti.

Family Wineries) the winery is named after 
the Native American tribe that inhabited 

what is now Mount Veeder (in the Mayacamas 
mountain range, western side of Napa Valley). 
The production is a concentration of Cabernet 
Sauvignon, made in the most vocated areas of 
Napa Valley: Mount Veeder, Howell Mountain, 
Spring Mountain and Diamond Mountain.  
The wines, unfiltered, age in French oak for 
18 to 22 months and reveal great expres-
sion of the fruit in all production zones.

Cabernet Sauvignon dialogues with vineyards, cli-
mate and soils and light under the guidance of wine-
maker Christopher Carpenter in rare heights in Napa. 
The Lokoya Winery produces 4 distinct mountain 
Cabernet Sauvignon cuvées. Grapes are produced in 
the Mount Veeder, Howell Mountain, Spring Moun-
tain and Diamond Mountain areas, from 150 to 700 
meters above the sea. The main idea is to work the 
Cabernet Sauvignon in a Bourgogne way, with a 
cuvée by terroir, without any blend.
To go further in the search for the purest expression 
of the terroir, the wines are fermented with native 
yeast, and bottled unfined and unfiltered.

Lokoya Winery
Focusing on the “terroir purity” expressions



Matt Ridgway had, in his own words, an 
idyllic childhood “wading through ponds, 
jumping on haybales …” in the British 

County of Dorset. As soon as he was old enough 
to travel, he did, with a goal to end up in southeast 
Asia, teaching English as a foreign language.

There’s a book to be written, detailing Ridgway’s 
global adventures, which include selling real estate 
in multiple countries, a one-way cheap flight out of 
(boring) Ecuador to Buenos Aires and a failed rela-
tionship. All of which led to Chile, and a property 
purchase 200km south of Santiago. Ridgway chose 
the spot because he was missing the greenery of 
his childhood; the plan to renovate and sell on.

As with every great story, the protagonist has a foil: 
Ridgways’ is his Malaysian neighbour, Sharif (yes, 
in Chile!). When the time came to landscape his 
property, ready for the sales brochures, Ridgway 
researched any number of fruit trees and crops, 
as suitable candidates. “In three years, you’ll have 
a vineyard, and in five you’ll be making wine” pre-
dicted Sharif. The reply was a blasphemous ‘no’. 
Long story short, Sharif got the last laugh when his 
friend and neighbour turned up less than a handful 
of years later with his first modest haul of grapes, 
asking for help to turn it into wine.
“Unfortunately,” Ridgway grins, “the wine was real-
ly, really good…” The vintage was 2015, a cracker 
in Chile’s already very consistent terms. “I thought, 
this winemaking lark is easy… we’ll make loads of 
money… and that’s how I fell into the financial black 
hole of owning a winery”, he concludes.
Ridgway makes for a great interviewee. He is a 
natural storyteller, and even more likeable for his 
refreshing candour. He is a self-taught winema-
ker, who wants to make wines he wants to drink 
himself. Rolling his eyes when he refers to the oft-

used description of Chile 
as a “viticultural paradise”, 
Ridgway nevertheless 
concedes that his success 
“attests to the fact that 
Chile makes winemaking 
easy for everyone”.

He dislikes Carménère 
and has planted southern 
Rhône grape varieties (he 
was a fan of Chateau-
neuf du Pape as a young 
man), at his home property 
(1.8ha). Meanwhile, at 
his parents-in-law house 
down the road, he has 
chosen Sangiovese for the 
1ha vineyard there. His 
one foray into native grapes is his impressively old 
País vineyard (1ha), that he found out about from 
his worker. The variety was widely uprooted in Col-
chagua by wealthy families in the late nineteenth 
century who replaced it with more famous interna-
tional varieties.

Ridgway calls the País vineyard, “a beast… We 
do zero work, other than some pruning here. We 
couldn’t get to the site during Covid, and we saw 
how well it did without any spraying, so now we 
leave it alone. The vines are spur trained, with some 
growing to 2.5 meters in height. Some of the vines 
give us 25kg of fruit.”

There is a curious irony that today Ridgway’s wines 
of preference are “fruity and fresh”, when you consi-
der his first wine love was Chateauneuf. Acknowled-
ging the apparent contradiction, Ridgway talks about 
a vinification process that helps him deliver the 
clean, easy-drinking styles of wine he loves.

Wines are co-fermented, and not blends, which he 
believes results in wines that take longer to “gel”. 
He has stainless steel tanks and only two, old oak, 
225 litre barrels as he wants, “his wines to taste of 
fruit.” He likes the micro-oxygenation that concrete 
tanks offer, and so made his own. Obviously!

There’s an infectious enthusiasm about Ridgway, 
and a carafe-full of charm! He’s clearly as sharp as 
a tack too. The Chilean wine industry can feel large 
and businesslike, with not enough personality. 
Voices like Ridgway’s need more airtime, to intro-
duce those who want to drink characterful, bou-
tique wines, to what Chile can offer.

The Wines
Estate Sangiovese 2021
Open top fermented with native 
yeasts. This is nothing like any Italian 
Sangiovese most will have tried. 
Cherries? Yes, plump and freshly 
picked. A chewy, moreish palate with 
a savoury edge. 

Estate Pais 2021
Here is a red wine that lends itself 
to a touch of time on ice. It oozes 
bright, red summer berry fruits 
and has the supplest of tannins. 
Aged entirely in flextank, after 
open top fermentation. The 
concentration of the dry-
farmed, old vines is ripely 
evident. 

Cinsault Blend 2021
Topped up with 15% País 
and 5% each of Marsanne 
and Roussanne. There’s a 
lightly floral note to the ripe 
hedgerow fruit here. A pretty 
mouthful of wine. Like the 
100% País, could be served 
lightly chilled. 

Field Blend 2020
45% Grenache, 35% Syrah, 15% Mourvèdre and 
5% Roussanne. The blend is made as soon as all 
the wine is pressed, the Grenache and Syrah are 
co-fermented. Ageing takes place in concrete. A 
more structured affair, tannins nicely melded and 
a pleasing underscore of acidity. Perhaps the most 
‘gastronomic’ of the four.

Wine grows on sun-drenched 
slopes in beautiful regions, 
seemingly untouched by all of 

the world’s evil and woes. That might be 
what most people think but, as a matter 
of fact, wine finds itself in the maelstrom 
of world politics more often than one 
might think. 

Wine as symbolic tool
It was just a queer little bottle. For Boris Johnson, 
however, it represented the ”historic freedom” that 
the then British Prime Minister wanted to give 
back to his fellow countrymen in 2021. He felt very 
close to his great role model, Winston Churchill, 
Britain’s greatest statesman of the 20th century, a 
fan of champagne poured from 568ml pint bottles. 
Johnson wanted to reintroduce the format after 
Brexit and lead the British into great times. 
The market responded with scepticism; 98.7% 
of British retailers rejected the proposal in a go-
vernment survey. Downing Street nevertheless 
legally reintroduced the bottle size at the end of 
2023 with great fanfare. ”The changes will help 
to boost innovation, increase business freedoms 
and improve choice for consumers,” a government 
announcement explained, desperately attempting 
to sell Brexit as a success story. 
Champagne stakeholders responded politely, but 
with chilly pragmatism: „This is a non-story trying 
to be a story“, commented James Simpson, mana-
ging director of the UK branch of Pol Roger, produ-
cer of Churchill’s favourite sparkling. Even back in 
Sir Winston’s times the export share of the special 
format was just three per cent. 
In order to cater, again, for the British quirk, the mé-
thode champenoise would have required the instal-
lation of new lines across the production process, 
from the manufacturing of the bottles for second 
fermentation to disgorgement and labelling. After 
that, it would have taken four years for the first pint 
bottle to appear on a British supermarket shelf (Pol 
Roger’s Cuvée Sir Winston Churchill current vintage 
is 2015), at significantly higher price due to the 
costs of the customised production lines. 
Meanwhile, and after two other conservative prime 
ministers, Johnson’s party was defeated with a 
landslide victory by the Labour party. The winners 
celebrated with 75cl bottles, perhaps signalling a 
movement towards Europe. Or simply the pragma-
tism of universal standards.  

Wine as scapegoat in politics
Wine often slips into major conflicts as collate-
ral damage. In 2020, American President Donald 

Trump tried to punish European countries for sub-
sidising Airbus – which, incidentally, the American 
government had similarly done with Boeing. 
Trump was able to present European wine to 
his supporters as a luxury of the arrogant liberal 
elites, while true Americans drink beer and Coke. 
Producers from France, Italy, Portugal, Germany 
and other wine-producing countries were hit hard 
by tariffs.

While Trump never achieved his goal, the current 
candidate still boasts about it in his campaign 
speeches.
Since the invasion of Ukraine, Vladimir Putin has 
threatened to impose punitive tariffs on wines 
from any country that has spoken out against 
Russia’s invasion. In Europe, annual sales of one 
billion euros/year are at stake, even after the 
conflict unfolded. 
European sanctions start at a bottle price of 300 
euros only. And even the ultra-premium products 
that are affected still eventually reach Russia via 
China or Saudi Arabia. Sales in general have even 
increased following the travel restrictions for 
Russian citizens and to/from Russian territory. 
Prosecco has grown five percent in Russia, its 
sixth biggest market in volume, since 2022. Even 
some American exporters are taking a share of the 
pie, even though the USA has banned all alcohol 
exports to Russia. 
Even more surprising is the similar story unfolding 
in Ukraine. “Away from the front line, in the cities, 
people try to live with normality,” says Luca Giavi, 
director of the Prosecco DOC (Consorzio Tutela 
Prosecco DOC). Sales in the occupied country, Pro-
secco’s 17th-largest market in volume, increased 
a whopping 83 percent in 2023. 
Sometimes a single word of critique is enough. 
When Australia’s former prime minister Scott 
Morrison spoke out about human rights infringe-
ments and the source of the coronavirus pande-
mic, it was reason enough for Chinese president Xi 
Jinping to increase import taxes on Australian wine 

over 200%. A hard blow for the country’s wine in-
dustry, reliant on 42% export rates to China, worth 
1.3 billion Euro. 
Eventually, pragmatism prevailed. First, the Aus-
tralians diligently looked for new markets - and 
found them. Recently, Jinping gave in: the Chinese 
government announced a review of the tariffs.
But Jinping’s attention is now elsewhere. The dis-
pute between the EU and China over subsidised 
production of Chinese electric cars sold in the EU 
market could jeopardise global wine and spirits 
trade once again. President Jinping has threatened 
to impose new punitive tariffs on European bran-
dy, particularly on cognac as retaliation.  With its 
huge appreciation for spirits, China is the spirit’s 
second largest market, accounting for 335 billion 
Euro in exports. 

Learning from the Old Masters 
The use of wine as a way to assert political and 
economic power is certainly not new. And neither 
is political resistance to products of certain prove-
nance as a way to affirm freedom and identity.
The Spanish conquistadores brought the first 
vines in Mexico as early as 1524 and had propaga-
ted them throughout Colombia, Peru and Chile by 
the end of the century. 
However, King Carlos banned cultivation in order 
to offer Spanish winegrowers a convenient export 
market. The Americans didn’t care. By the 19th 
century, both colonisers and colonised were drin-
king their own wine. 

Centuries earlier, wines from the Rhône and Rhine 
were already very popular abroad in the 3rd cen-
tury. However, winegrowers on the Apennine (Ita-
lian) peninsula were legally favoured. And the Gal-
lic and Germanic winegrowers complied with the 
requirements of the capital’s bureaucrats. 

The otherwise somewhat colourless Emperor Pro-
bus made a name for himself in historiography by 
lifting the ban on viticulture in the provinces north 
of the Alps, since the wines were obviously popu-
lar. Amphorae containing wine from the Moselle, 
for example, were exported as far as Rome. The 
emperor did not want to offend the capital’s spoilt 
citizens used to a wide ability of goods by preven-
ting them access to one of their favourite nectars.  

Current Rulers in Moscow and Beijing might want 
to take him as inspiration.

(organic) The wine has a ruby ​​color of medium 

intensity. The nose is aromatic and fleshy. It expresses

A vintage of two parts: stress and complexity! 
2023, a winegrower’s vintage ! 

Key elements of the 2023 vintage:
•⁠  ⁠A mix of challenging weather conditions:  hail; frost (4-5 of 
April) as well as considerable rainfall, 
that was not always forecast. This led to 
some vineyards being affected by fungal 
disease. The rain did not fall evenly, with 
some properties seeing up to double the 
amount of rain that fell in other estates 
within the same appellation. 
•	 Generally speaking, less hours of 
sunshine than normal.
•	 Even bud break
•	 Early but homogeneous and quality 
flowering
•	 An almost tropical climate in spring 
(high temperature and record rainfall)
•	 Management of mildew which required constant attention
•	 Merlot was particularly susceptible to disease
•	 In August it was hot but the nights were cool (including a heat 
wave between August 18 and 24)
•	 Certain sites struggled to achieve full maturity. 
•	 Some producers, fearful of the 
heavy rains forecast at the beginning 
of September, or in attempts to limit 
the damage, chose to harvest before 
the grapes has reached optimum ma-
turity. Those who took the gamble of 
waiting were able to get perfect ripe-
ness as the weather forecast, once 
again, was wrong as the predicated 
rains did not come.
•	 Extremely long harvests, among the 
longest in history for some châteaux
•	 It was also important to extract 
judiciously, and approach the end of 
maceration with caution.

How are the wines?
The vintage conditions has given 
vibrant, chiselled wines which offer 
bright fruit, a graphite side (on both 
the nose and palate) as well as chalky 
tannins. The IPT and anthocyanins are 
very high, comparable to the levels in 

2022, but with a significant difference in quality. Tannins are tas-
tier/savoury, digestible and fresh.
Finally, 2023 produces wines that are both classic AND modern. 
In the sense that they are balanced, digestible, taut, precise 
and fresh, without lacking depth, texture, silkiness and power. 
The « power » is no longer heft, but an altogether more balletic 

strength.
The cool vintage means that the white 
wines have benefited from crisp and 
tangy grapes, giving perfumed, lively 
and vibrant dry white wines. 

2023 is a great vintage for sweet wines. 
The weather conditions boosted the 
development of “noble rot” (botrytis 
cinerea), and following heat in Septem-
ber and October, have concentrated 
aromatic compounds, with a beautiful 
level of sugar and all-important aci-

The wine has a salmon pink color. The nose is tangy and fragrant. It first expresses 
notes of raspberry, fresh cranberries, mara be bois strawberry, grapefruit combined with 
gourmet aromas of red apple, vine peach and juicy apricot. On the second nose, we find 
an elegant floral bouquet – the aromas of wild rose, peony and lily in the background. We 
also sense a fine mineral notes and hints of of brioche and bread dough after aeration.

After aeration, the wine expresses aromas of candied 
lemon, lemon zest, grapefruit, fresh pineapple, white peach, crunchy apricot and green 
plum, combined with aromas of dried lime blossom, dried chamomile and acacia.

Beautiful and aromatic nose which offers complexity, a nice definition, deepness as 
well as a multi-layered side. There are notes of quince, small yellow fruits and small 
notes of sap associated with touches of fresh toast as well as fine hints of olive tree, 
acidulous mirabelle plum, yellow pear and a hint of brioche. The palate is nicely juicy, 
fruity, gourmand and offers roundness, a tangy structure, precision suppleness, 
energy, purity, a fine complexity as well as a beautiful definition. Brightness of the fruit.

The texture in 
the mouth is supple, with chewiness and volume, but without heaviness, thanks to a 
salivating acidity and a slight bitterness of chocolate on the persistence. The acidity is 
integrated, salivating and quite fresh. A slight balsamic touch on the finish.

Then, we smell the notes of torrefaction (toasted pine nuts, 
dark chocolate, coffee, toasted almond, heated wood in the background) and sweet 
and ripe fruits (wild strawberry, morello cherry, ripe black plum, prunes in chocolate, 
blackberry, raspberry jam), as well as dried flowers (dried violet, dried peony). The 
finish is very long, minty and grassy, ​​with dynamic and fresh acidity. A great wine of 
great potential and complexity.

(organic) The wine has a pale ruby ​​color. The nose is warm, fruity and chocolatey. It 
expresses the aromas of ripe morello cherry, chocolate morello cherry, black plum, 
a touch of prunes, crushed wild strawberries and a tangy touch of raspberry jam, 
combined with enveloped spicy notes (liquorice, a hint of vanilla and cumin), toasted 
hazelnut, a fine mineral touch of dry stone, as well as aromatic herbs (roasted 
thyme, rosemary, dried bay leaf), as well as a hint of violet and dry pine needles. The 
palate is juicy and gourmand, warm and enveloping, but straight and fresh, thanks 
to a salivating acidity and a firm tannin structure. We find the gourmand flavors of 
ripe morello cherry, chocolate morello cherry, black plum, red plum, wild strawberry 
and blackcurrant in the background, combined with notes of sweet spices (liquorice, 
ground cumin, nutmeg), aromatic herbs (rosemary, roasted thyme, dried bay leaf, a 
touch of dried mint), violet, toasted wood and toasted almond in the background.

We find notes of dried 
apricot, Zante currant and small notes 
of tarte tatin associated with touches 
of dried citrus fruits (quince, lemon), fine 
hints of lemon blossom as well as a very 
discreet hint of pepper, pine needles, fine 
hints of sweet spices, Bourbon vanilla 
and a subtle hint of pastries. The palate 
is fruity, well-balanced, nicely structured, 
precise, racy and offers juiciness, suavity, 
gourmandise as well as a frank, precise, 
airy and delicate grain. On the palate 
this Armagnac expresses notes of raisin, 
rancio and small notes of tarte tatin 
associated with touches of tobacco, 
gray pepper as well as fine hints of fresh 
liquorice, pastries and a subtle hint of 
dried oak (in its aromatic side and not in its 
touch). Good length.
